	Agenda Item:  TELL Survey Results
Discussion: Carol Leggett, Program Consultant in the Office of Next-Generation Learners, provided an update to the Teaching, Empowering, Leading and Learning (TELL) Kentucky survey. The survey is an anonymous, online survey of every school-based educator. Results are available at www.tellkentucky.org. 

	

	Agenda Item: End-of-Course Assessments
Discussion: Ken Draut, Associate Commissioner in the Office of Assessment and Accountability, and Jennifer Stafford, OAA Policy Advisor, updated the SCAAC members on the 2012-13 end-of-course test administration. Overall, the test administration was successful with the exception of an online testing disruption. The system had capacity issues for the online administration during the peak of testing. About 1,200 students were affected to some degree. Discussions are underway with ACT to determine future administrations.

Jennifer Stafford presented a proposed EOC policy change for the members to consider.   The change to consider was to allow EOC testing to occur over two days rather than one. The advantages of one-day per content area testing are stronger test security and controlled test sessions. Disadvantages are school test schedule interruption and the impact of school staff effort to schedule quality activities for other students. Advantages of two-day testing are: test may be given in class period for fewer interruptions and students do not miss instruction in other classes. Disadvantages are less test security and less scheduling time.
Action: Larry Hicks moved that SCAAC recommend schools have the option to administer EOC test sessions during one or two days. Liza Holland seconded the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Agenda Item: Administration Code Regulation Revision
Discussion: Rhonda Sims, OAA Division Director, Patsy Kenner, Program Consultant with the Office of Guiding Support Services, and Kathy Moore, OAA Program Consultant, discussed the need for revising the Administration Code for Kentucky’s Educational Assessment Program (703 KAR 5:080). Patsy Kenner shared the process for reporting testing allegations. The proposed revisions to this regulation will remove old language, adds clarifications to issues highlighted during the allegation process and incorporates test security suggestions from Kentucky’s security audit.  
Action:  SCAAC members were asked to review the regulation and bring recommendations for change to the September meeting.

	

	Agenda Item:  Inclusion of Special Populations Regulation Revision
Discussion: Rhonda Sims and Cindy Greer, OAA Program Consultant, discussed the need for re-visiting the Inclusion of Special Populations in the State-Required Assessment and Accountability Programs (703 KAR 5:070) regulation.  The proposed regulation is being brought back for review with the addition of a reader and calculator available as accommodations for students with IEPs, 504 Plans or PSPs.  The proposed revisions to this regulation will also provide clarifications and language improvements, and update changes to prompting/cueing, manipulatives and extended time.
Action: SCAAC members were asked to review the regulation and bring recommendations for change to the September meeting.

	

	Agenda Item:  K-PREP Alternate Assessment Test Windows
Discussion: Rhonda Sims updated the SCAAC members on the K-PREP Alternate Assessment Program. SCAAC members were asked to consider a recommendation of changing the first K-PREP Alternate Assessment testing window to begin in the fall rather than having two testing windows in the spring.  The placement of the first test window in the fall allows for a more adequate and balanced instruction time for both test windows. The second testing window would continue to be from mid-April through the end of May.
Action: Rob Akers moved that the first K-PREP Alternate Assessment test window be changed from the spring to fall (November 4-December 13), with score entry closing on December 20. Terry Rhodes seconded the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Agenda Item: Professional Growth and Effectiveness System Update

Discussion: Felicia Smith, Associate Commissioner for the Office of Next-Generation Learners, provided an update on the new Professional Growth and Effectiveness System.  Next-Generation Professionals will be 10% of the overall accountability score in the Assessment and Accountability Model. PGES will be used in the implementation of the teacher and leader components. There are four categories used to determine an effective teacher and/or leader: ineffective, developing, accomplished and exemplary. SCAAC was asked to develop a recommendation on how to distribute the 10% weight of the four categories, and to determine the weight of each of the teacher/leader components. Discussion continued on what was considered the definition of leader (one leader in the school or the total staff). SCAAC requested more information be provided at the September meeting around the public release of the PGES scores, accountability, audit process and pilot.
Action: Mike Borchers moved that the teacher and leader components be distributed with the teacher component at 70% and the leader component at 30% for a total component score of 100.  Rob Akers seconded the motion. Motion carried.
Rob Akers moved that the weights for each of the four categories (ineffective, developing, accomplished and exemplary) for both the teacher and leader components be distributed at: Ineffective 0; Developing .7; Accomplished 1; and Exemplary 1.3 . Brenda McGown seconded the motion. Motion carried.

	

	Agenda Item: KDE Update

Discussion: Ken Draut updated the members on current assessment and accountability issues at the department: new science and social studies standards are being reviewed; rollout of scores and public release of data from 2012 testing is on track; and program review results will be discussed at the September meeting.
