· Using the drop down menu, select your district. 
· Building Administrator should select the school code of the building(s) for which he/she is responsible that will be participating in the pilot regardless of the degree of participation.
· Review the directions at the top of the page and complete the process until all individuals involved in the PGES pilot for your school have been identified.
