READING ASSESSMENT AND INSTRUCTION K-8: A DATA-BASED APPROACH TO INTERVENTIONS AND PRACTICE IN LITERACY
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COURSE DESCRIPTION: This course will meet face to face June 11th – 15th, 2012 from 8am to 5pm in room 353 Dickey Hall at the University of Kentucky. Teaching reading effectively in today’s schools is arguably as much science as it is art. To meet the literacy needs of increasingly diverse learners, teachers must possess indispensable knowledge and skills about how students develop literacy, how to assess literacy development efficiently and effectively, interpret results of assessments into actionable evidence-based interventions and instruction, and then using an RTI model adjust and revise instruction quickly and efficiently. All of this and more must be delivered in real time, with real children in real classroom situations. This course is intended to help teachers develop the ability to 1) assess student literacy development using a diagnostic “drill down” model, 2) learn how to administer and interpret psychometrically sound yet classroom efficient literacy assessments, 3) translate the data from these assessments into evidence-based instructional practices to meet the needs of individual learners, and 4) develop an understanding of a Response to Intervention (RTI) instructional model.  Because of the emphasis upon an RTI model for meeting student literacy learning needs, those who teach in special education resource rooms, Title 1 reading programs, university reading clinics, as well as those in leadership roles will also find this course to be of value. 
INSTRUCTOR BIO: D. Ray Reutzel is the Emma Eccles Jones Distinguished Professor and Endowed Chair of Early Literacy Education at Utah State University. He is the author of more than 190 refereed research reports, articles, books, book chapters, and monographs. He has received more than 8 million dollars in research/professional development funding. He is the past Editor of - Literacy Research and Instruction, and The Reading Teacher. He received the 1999 A.B. Herr Award from the Association of Literacy Educators and Researchers. Ray served as President of the Association of Literacy Educators and Researchers (ALER) from 2006- 2007. He was the recipient of the John C. Manning Public School Service Award from the International Reading Association in May 2007and served as a member of the Board of Directors of the International Reading Association from 2007-2010. Dr. Reutzel is a member of the Reading Hall of Fame. 
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
