Content/Presentation/Demonstration Outline
	   INSTRUCT THE STUDENTS ON SAFETY PRECAUTIONS AND PROCEDURES THAT MUST BE USED WHEN HANDLING SOLVENTS. THIS INCLUDES THE USE OF IMPERVIOUS GLOVES AND A RESPIRATOR RATED FOR THE USE OF SOLVENTS. STUDENTS SHOULD READ ALL CAUTION OR WARNING LABELS ON THE SOLVENTS PRODUCT INFORMATION LABEL. SAFETY GLASSES SHOULD ALWAYS BE WORN IN THE SHOP OR LAB REGARDLESS OF WHAT TASK(S) STUDENTS ARE PERFORMING OR OBSERVING.

	   INSTRUCT THE STUDENTS THAT THERE ARE MANY TYPES AND BRANDS OF PRE-CLEANING AND WAX AND GREASE REMOVING SOLVENTS, AND THAT THEY SHOULD BE CERTAIN THAT THE SOLVENT THEY USE IS DESIGNED FOR FINAL PREPARATION OF SURFACES TO BE PAINTED.

	   INSTRUCT THE STUDENTS THAT THE ENTIRE VEHICLE OR PART THEY ARE ABOUT TO PAINT SHOULD BE COMPLETELY WASHED AS OUTLINED IN TASK NUMBER 4. THE VEHICLE OR PART SHOULD ALSO BE PLACED IN THE FINAL PREP AREA OR PAINT BOOTH.

	   INSTRUCT THE STUDENTS IN THE PROPER APPLICATION OF WAX AND GREASE REMOVER. WIPE THE SURFACE TO BE PAINTED WITH WAX AND GREASE REMOVER (CLEANING SOLVENT). USE ONE CLEAN TOWEL OR RAG SUITABLE FOR THIS PURPOSE TO WIPE ON THE WAX AND GREASE REMOVER. USE A SECOND CLEAN, DRY TOWEL OR RAG TO WIPE THE SURFACE DRY. ALWAYS USE CLEAN, LINT FREE TOWELS OR RAGS. THERE ARE SEVERAL DIFFERENT BRANDS OF TOWELS DESIGNED JUST FOR THIS PURPOSE.

	   INSTRUCT STUDENTS THAT WHILE WEARING PROTECTIVE GEAR, BLOW OFF ANY DUST OR LINT WITH AN AIR GUN. INSTRUCT THE STUDENTS THAT AS THEY BLOW OFF THE SURFACE, TO WIPE THE SURFACE WITH A TACK CLOTH. AFTER WIPING WITH A TACK CLOTH, BE CAREFUL NOT TO TOUCH THE SURFACE BEING REFINISHED WITH YOUR BARE HANDS, BECAUSE OIL FROM YOUR SKIN COULD CONTAMINATE THE VEHICLES SURFACE AND CAUSE BLEMISHES IN THE FINAL TOPCOAT.
