Statewide Articulation Agreement for Agricultural Education

The Agricultural Education program is pleased to send this annual reminder to schools concerning the “State Articulation Agreement” that was first implemented during the 2003-04 school year.  It will be in effect for all Kentucky High School Agricultural Education programs.

This articulation agreement has been signed by the appropriate educators at the following five year institutions: Eastern Kentucky University, Morehead State University, Murray State University, University of Kentucky and Western Kentucky University.  The agreement has also been signed by the following KCTCS two year Ag Tech programs: Henderson Campus, Hopkinsville Campus, Madisonville Campus and Owensboro Campus.

This articulation agreement is very significant in the fact that students in agricultural education who complete at least three (3) high school credits in an agriculture career major (with a grade of “B” or better in all three (3) classes), and who also pass the appropriate “Skill Standards Assessment” for that major area, will receive three (3) credit hours in an appropriate general elective agriculture class at the collegiate level (at the 5 universities, and 4 KCTCS colleges listed).  The “Statewide” aspect of the agreement means that it is not necessary for each individual high school to develop their own “articulation agreements” with these universities.

What does this mean to your students and your high school?

1. Encourages more agriculture students to enroll in Post Secondary Education.

2. Encourages students to make every effort to pass the Agricultural Education Skill Standards Assessments.

3. Motivates students to achieve academically in their agricultural education classes (to earn a “B” or better).

4. Motivate students to select and pursue a “Career Major” in agriculture.

5. Allow students to earn college credit while in high school.

Attached to this letter is a “form” developed by our office for high schools to use in “reporting and documenting” the information for students completing the requirements to receive college credit.  This form should be sent in “hard copy” format (with the school’s official “seal” or “stamp” affixed) to the appropriate teacher educators in Agricultural Education at each of the five (5) participating universities, or the Ag Tech contact persons at the four (4) KCTCS Colleges, where your school will have students enrolling who meet the requirements to receive credit.

The agriculture teachers, guidance counselors and testing coordinators should all work together in order to see that this information is completed each Spring, after the Skill Standards Assessment results are reported to the high school, and after the Spring semester ends and grades for high school classes are determined.

You can contact your high school agriculture teacher(s) to see a copy of the articulation agreement and signatures of the educators at each of the participating universities.
