Kentucky Cognitive Literacy Model

Critical Information for Tier III Presentation
1. The model is a comprehensive synthesis of several pieces that schools have been grappling with for a while. For example, most school faculties have attended professional development on Marzano strategies. Most teachers agree that they need better strategies for teaching students critical content vocabulary. Almost everyone knows that student motivation and engagement are issues in secondary schools, especially for struggling students. And everyone knows that a high school student who reads two or more grade levels below reading expectations is going to struggle to make it to graduation, much less perform well on the ACT. 
2. The KCLM combines all of these elements and issues and addresses them through a project-based learning approach which includes explicit instruction in reading strategies. 
3. Because of its complexity and layered nature, training in the model and in the use of specific strategies to teach specific processing skills is critical. The modules have been posted for your viewing but should not be used in Professional Development unless you have attended a training provided by KDE.
