The students and teachers followed a 12 week curriculum designed by the international non-profit organization Global Nomads Group. The curriculum began by asking students to create a wish list of what they want to know about their partner country. These questions were answered through the exchange of pictures and messages. As the students continued to message each other, their discussions led to analysis of community problems and eventually to a Global Citizenship project.
