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P2R Guidance: Consolidated Monitoring and Preschool Program Review in Consecutive Years
What are the responsibilities when a district is scheduled for the Consolidated Monitoring and Preschool Program Review (P2R) processes in consecutive years (e.g., 2012-2013 and 2013-2014, 2013-2014 and 2014-2015, and beyond)?
The Kentucky Department of Education has modified the P2R process for districts participating in Consolidated Monitoring and P2R during consecutive years to eliminate duplication of effort and support continuous program improvement.  This document outlines expectations and responsibilities for districts falling into this unique category.

District Responsibilities
1. Districts must complete the following during their P2R cohort year:
· Early Childhood Environmental Rating Scale-Revised (ECERS-R) requirements.  Each preschool classroom must be evaluated with ECERS-R.  Regional Training Center (RTC) staff will follow up and review 30% of classrooms selected randomly (at least one per site if there are multiple sites) to ensure accountability. 
· P2R Online Report (FileMaker Pro).  The online report contains five areas and 25 indicators.  Each indicator must be marked either “met” or “not met” with explanation provided in the box found at the bottom of the page.  

2. Districts do not submit additional documentation except for the following reasons:

· To address any finding identified in the preschool consolidated monitoring report.
· To address any indicator in the P2R online report marked “not met.”
KDE Responsibilities
1. Districts can expect from the school readiness branch team the following support:
· Technical assistance to address any findings and/or recommendations.
· Communication (e.g., e-mail, conference call) with district preschool coordinator to clarify the information submitted in response to the consolidated monitoring report and P2R online report.
· Desk review report summarizing strengths, findings and recommendations.
· Acknowledgment when findings are completed and noted in the Action Plan (located in FileMaker Pro).
· No further site visits of the district during the current P2R year unless requested or necessitated by findings.
