Guidelines for Requesting the use of Capital Funds for FY 2012-13 and FY 2013-14 
The General Assembly, through the passage of HB 265 in the 2012 regular session, continues to allow flexibility in the use of school district capital funds without forfeiting the district’s eligibility to participate in the School Facilities Construction Commission (SFCC) program.  Districts experiencing difficulty in meeting general operating expenses may submit a Capital Funds Request form to the Kentucky Department of Education (KDE) in fiscal year 2013-2014. 
The FY 2014 Capital Funds Request Instructions located at the following KDE web page shall be considered before a form is sent to KDE:

A request pursuant to these guidelines shall be submitted to KDE no later than May 30, 2014 for fiscal year 2013-2014.  This timeline allows for sufficient time for KDE’s approval prior to the respective fiscal year end. Capital fund requests approved by KDE not spent by June 30th of the same fiscal year will expire and the unspent funds will revert back to their original restrictions, except at the end of an odd fiscal year at which time districts are required to escrow any unspent and unobligated funds.
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
