Partnership Planning Grants Early Graduation and Dual Credit Q&A


Q: Part of the explanation of the grant is this information:
Commissioner Terry Holliday and the Kentucky Department of Education announce a one-time, $5000 grant opportunity to promote partnerships between high schools and higher education institutions to plan for implementing the Early Graduation accelerated pathway in conjunction with Dual Credit while students are in high school. The grants, totaling $20,000, will support developing partnerships between secondary and post-secondary institutions and align expectations for educational rigor to prepare students for college and careers.

The first monetary mention says it's a one-time grant of $5000 then the last sentence states that the grants total $20,000.  I need a further clarification to make sure I fully understand how the grant is awarded.

A: There is a grand total of $20,000 for the entire grant.  Four grants awarded will receive $5,000 each, one time.

1. Can it pay for Adjuncts?
1. How is it geared for early graduation?
1. Can funds be used for seniors seeking dual credit?
A:
1. This is only a six month planning grant, it would not be in the interest of creating long term sustainability to use these planning funds for an adjunct. Possible future grants to fund this work would have the intent of securing resources, human and capital, to implement the grant.
1. The planning grants leverage the use of Early Graduation legislation (http://education.ky.gov/educational/AL/earlygrad/Pages/default.aspx)
while aiding students in their successful transition to college. Pairing Early Graduation students with Dual Credit opportunities make the most out of the Early Graduation scholarship and respects student wishes to move on when ready.
1. The funding is limited and provided to build a sustainable accelerated program for all student who wish to participate. Applications that choose to use funds for individual students would not be seen as having the ability to maximize resources to build program capacity.

Some funding could be used for a person to manage the implementation – run meetings, dedicate a portion of their time to building communications and facilitate the program attributes. There should be clear expectations and outcomes for the management of the program start up.
