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Who is eligible to apply?

Public elementary schools serving primary students are eligible to apply. Schools DO NOT have to meet a certain free and reduced lunch percentage or low academic index in reading in order to apply for a RTA grant. Each eligible school that applies for the RTA grant funds must submit a separate application.

Can several schools within the same district apply together for a Kentucky Read to Achieve Grant?

NO - As stated on the cover page of the RTA Request for Application (RFA) under Special Instructions: Public elementary schools that enroll primary students are eligible to apply.  Each eligible public school must submit a separate application.

Who, or what, can serve as a “fiscal agent” for a school application? 

As stated in the RFA, the fiscal agent for the application must be a local school district or entity eligible to enter into a Memorandum of Agreement with the Kentucky Department of Education.

Does each funded RTA school have to hire an Intervention teacher? 

YES- Every RTA school MUST hire a full day RTA intervention teacher to deliver intervention services to struggling readers. This is a requirement and it is non-negotiable. The RTA intervention teacher must be a highly trained/qualified, certified primary teacher with at least three (3) years teaching experience in the primary grades who has, or is working toward, a Master’s degree in literacy. If the teacher has, or is working on, a Master’s degree in another area, or is National Board Certified, he/she will receive additional training in the stated intervention within the first year. The intervention teacher cannot be a classified staff member, an instructional assistant, an emergency certified teacher or a first year Kentucky Teacher Internship (KTIP teacher).  The RTA intervention teacher’s sole responsibility and time must be devoted to the delivery of intervention instruction to identified struggling readers.

Will funding be reduced in future years?

Each RTA awarded school will be allotted a specific amount of funding for the 2014/2015 school year. Continuation funding amounts are established by the KDE based on the availability of funds appropriated by the General Assembly.

Can a hard copy of the application be mailed to the KDE?

No, one complete application and one blind application are to be submitted electronically to KDERFP@education.ky.gov  by February 3, 2014.

Can a flash drive of the application be brought to the KDE?

No, one complete application and one blind application are to be submitted electronically to KDERFP@education.ky.gov  by February 3, 2014.




When will the schools receive notice of award?

Preliminary notice of award will be on or around March 24, 2014.

If a school currently has an RTA grant, is there a need to apply?

Yes, every school interested in receiving an RTA grant for 2014/2015 must apply. There are no continuation grants.

If our school only serves K/1 students, are we eligible for the grant?

Yes, if your school serves primary students you are eligible to apply.

If our school only serves 2/3 students, are we eligible for the grant?

Yes, if your school serves primary students you are eligible to apply.

Are schools required to supply matching funds?

When applying, schools must complete the budget section and show the source of funds if more than the grant amount is required. 

Do we choose one program for K/1 and one program for 2/3?

If that best meets the needs of the students, you may do that.

If we choose a program for K/1 and want to continue that program with our 2/3 students, may we do that?

Yes, if that best meets the needs of the students.

If the need in our school is in K/1, do we have to select a program for 2/3?

No, choose the program that best fits the needs of the students.
