1. Login to CNIPS (https://cnips.eduction.ky.gov) and enter the School Nutrition Program module.  
2. Click Applications in the blue menu bar. 
3. Click FFVP Application Packet.
4. Click Detail for the 2015-2016 School Year.  
5. You will be prompted to confirm enrollment for the current year.  Click Enroll.
6. Click Add beside the Fresh Fruit and Vegetable Sponsor Application.  
(Note: If you do not see the option to click Add beside Sponsor and Site Applications you have not been invited to participate.  If you feel that this was an oversight please notify KDE.)
7. Enter the Contact Information and select all Invited Sites that you would like to participate.  Click Save to complete the Sponsor Application and you will return to the Application Packet screen.
8. Click Add beside the Site.
(Note: You MUST complete a site application for EACH site you want to participate.)
9. Answer the School Proposal questions.  (If you followed the Recommendation above you can simply copy your answers and paste them into the corresponding questions.)  When all questions are answered click Save.
10. Repeat steps 8 and 9 for all Sites.
