FY17 Equipment Assistance RFA (round 3)


Q  May a school district submit applications for equipment assistance grants for schools who received the grant last year?

A  SFAs may submit applications for schools that did not receive a previous NSLP Equipment Assistance Grant award under the ARRA Act of 2009 and the FY 2010, FY 2013, FY 2014, and FY 2015 Agriculture Appropriations Acts.  



Q  We were awarded grant funds for the FY15 Equipment Assistance Round 1 RFA. Is it allowable to apply again for the FY 17 Equipment Assistance Round 3 RFA if the sites we are applying for are different from the previous awarded sites?

A  SFAs may submit applications for schools that did not receive a previous NSLP Equipment Assistance Grant award under the ARRA Act of 2009 and the FY 2010, FY 2013, FY 2014, and FY 2015 Agriculture Appropriations Acts.  


Q  Our public school district’s Alternative School participates in the National School Lunch Program and it has a F/R rate above 50%. It also has not received a prior ARRA or NSLP Award. I believe this means our Alternative School qualifies for this grant competition. Am I correct?

A  Yes you may, the RFA reads, These funds will be awarded via a competitive grant process to SFAs giving priority to high need schools (e.g., schools in underserved areas, schools with limited access to other resources, and age of food service equipment) where 50 percent or more of the enrolled students are eligible for free or reduced price meals.  KDE will use the month of October 2015 to document eligibility. Please refer to the KDE School and Community Nutrition web site at Qualifying Data for that figure.  In addition, SFAs may submit applications for schools that did not receive a previous NSLP Equipment Assistance Grant award under the ARRA Act of 2009 and the FY 2010, FY 2013, FY 2014, and FY 2015 Agriculture Appropriations Acts.  



Q  We have one kitchen which serves 4 schools (Preschool, Elementary, Middle, and High). I’m reading in the Request for Application that no more than $25,000 is awarded per school and also that there is a maximum number of applications per SFA of 2 if there are 1-10 schools which meet the requirements. So my question is, could I submit one or two applications if I have 1 kitchen which serves 4 schools?

A Per the language in the RFA, eligibility is based on a maximum number of applications per SFA.  Eligibility is not based on the number of kitchens that you operate.  Therefore, if your SFA has 1-10 schools, you are eligible to submit 2 applications.  However, SFAs may only submit applications for schools that did not receive a previous NSLP Equipment Assistance Grant award under the ARRA Act of 2009 and the FY 2010, FY 2013, FY 2014, and FY 2015 Agriculture Appropriations Acts.  

Q  I have two schools that would qualify, using the data from Oct. 2015. Then from one of the e-mails from Ms. Tackett, there was a list of school districts who would qualify. But we were not on the list. So I’m not sure I understand.  

A  Schools qualify based on F/R eligibility of 50% or above.  These funds will be awarded via a competitive grant process to SFAs giving priority to high need schools (e.g., schools in underserved areas, schools with limited access to other resources, and age of food service equipment) where 50 percent or more of the enrolled students are eligible for free or reduced price meals.  KDE will use the month of October 2015 to document eligibility. Please refer to the KDE School and Community Nutrition web site at Qualifying Data for that figure.  In addition, SFAs may submit applications for schools that did not receive a previous NSLP Equipment Assistance Grant award under the ARRA Act of 2009 and the FY 2010, FY 2013, FY 2014, and FY 2015 Agriculture Appropriations Acts.  Lists were provided for previous rounds of Equipment Assistance Grants; however, a list was not posted for this RFA.  Even though a list was not posted, the terms and conditions still apply.
