Fresh Fruit and Vegetable Program FY14 Q&A

Q.  Good afternoon!  I am writing with a couple of questions.  I have one elementary school that is currently participating now. They have had a change in principals from the when I applied last year.  It is my understanding that I only need to complete the signature/administration page and scan and e-mail…is that correct?  I applied for my other two elementary schools last year, but they were not awarded, so I will need to complete them a NEW application this year correct? 

A. You are correct.  In the first question, if the only thing that changes is the name of the principal, you will only need to complete the signature/administration page, scan, and email to Jason Kendall.  Make sure you maintain the original with original signatures on file at your district.  Please note, though, that by submitting a new signature page, you certify that the new person in the leadership capacity has read the application and knows what they are signing.  Since the other two schools were not awarded last year, you are correct, you will need to complete NEW applications for this year.

Q. I have reviewed the power point presentation, and have looked at the New Application for the FFVP. The questions are not exactly the same as the previous year, but do contain the same information, so I do not understand how any applicant can resubmit their 2013-14 application without revisions. I guess my question is to you: If we choose to resubmit last year’s application, does it make any difference if the questions for 2014-15 application are not in the same  exact order? Thanks ahead of time.

A.  Very interesting.  The FFVP Application was revised to identify the upcoming school year; however, none of the four questions were revised at all.  You are fine to resubmit the same application that was submitted last year.  Please follow the instructions in the presentation on how to submit your application.




Q.  Hello.  If we have revisions for a school currently participating (Manager Name Change and School Address Change) do we need to complete the entire application or just complete the questions with a change?

A. You do not need to complete the entire application, only the parts that changed.  Please note, though, that by submitting a new signature page, you certify that the new person in the leadership capacity has read the application and knows what they are signing.


Q.  Good afternoon, I was forwarding this to my resource director to apply for the FFVP and after looking at list I didn't see one our schools, XXXXXX. Not sure where you pull the number of % from to determine eligibility percentage but I feel that XXXXX could be eligible also. Please let me know where these % come from and if they would be eligible also. And just also to make sure that if my one school that was eligible for the grant this year will also be eligible next year and does not need to submit new application unless something has changed??

A. For Free and Reduced Lunch Percentages, the 2013-2014 Qualifying Data must be used for non-CEP schools and the Site CEP Eligibility SY 2013-14 must be used for CEP schools.  You are correct – if a school and is currently participating is identified as eligible to apply for 2014-15, you will need to follow the instructions for submitting when there is no change.  In the case of Louisa West Elementary, it is the grade levels that are included in the school that do not allow the school to qualify.  Please refer to the FFVP Eligibility Document that is posted along with the RFA.  To answer the submission question, you are right in that you do not need to submit a new application unless something has changed; however, you DO need to submit an acknowledgement to KDE.  Please refer to the presentation and follow the instructions depending on the scenario that fits your situation.

Q. When you have children enrolled in your school system that are bi racial (2 or more racial identities) which racial identity should they be listed under? 

A. You may list those children as you see fit – as long as you are consistent and can justify how they were categorized if questioned by the USDA.

Q. If I need to revise the signature page because of a superintendent change do I only submit the changes or do I redo the entire FFVP application for each school? Also, I have one school with a manager change do I just resubmit the signature page or do I need to complete the entire application for that school?

A. You will only need to resubmit the signature pages.  Please note, though, that by submitting a new signature page, you certify that the new person in the leadership capacity has read the application and knows what they are signing.

Q. When awarded the grant for the 2012-2013 school year, did the district/school submit a revised application? Or was it simply a matter of the school sending an email stating that it wished to participate again in the program?

A. 2013-14 was the first year that new applications were not required.  Schools were required to accept an invitation in CNIPS.  Original applications were to be maintained at the district level.  If you cannot locate the application, I would recommend you submit a new application signed by all responsible parties to ensure all parties agree to the content of the application which contains information describing the administration of the program. 

Q. For this latest grant award posted June 2, can FES send an email stating that it wishes to again participate in the Fresh Fruit and Vegetable Program? What would constitute the need for revisions to the 2013-2014 application? 

A.  Please watch the FFVP presentation as the scenarios are described and instructions are given as to how to apply – depending on the scenario.





Q.  Are we able to apply for the FFVP now?
A.  Yes


[bookmark: _GoBack]Q.  When I looked at the list of schools eligible to participate in the FFVG next year, only one of my elementary schools was listed. XXXXXX was listed, but not XXXXX.  Does that mean that XXXXX may not participate? One of my schools that has always received a grant was not on the list of schools in my district that qualify.  Is there a reason for this?

A. The FFVP targets Elementary Schools.  Primary schools are not eligible.  Please refer to the FFVP Eligibility document posted with the RFA.


Q.  I went into the FFVP grant on CNIPS and it says minimum is 100% F/R so I guess I do not need to complete it because my F/R is not 100%

A. Honestly I do not understand the question.  We are not processing FFVP through CNIPS as this time.  The minimum F/R percentage in order to be eligible to apply is 50%.















Q. Are the preschool and kindergarten students to be included in the April DC reporting numbers for CEP eligibility?

A. Here is the guidance on the enrolled students per USDA policy memo SP 21-2014:
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 You seem clear on who is defined as a DC student but that policy memo also defines who is a DC student. To this list we must also add Medicaid DC for Kentucky:
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In regards to your situation you will be participating in CEP beginning in SY 14-15. For determining FFVP eligibility we used the April DC numbers for any CEP site operating in SY 13-14. 

Thus, we won’t use the April DC data for your CEP sites until next year. Since your schools operated under the traditional NSLP program in SY 13-14 we plan to use your October qualifying data for determining FFVP eligibility.
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10. Who are the identified students?
The identified students are the munber of students approved as eligible for free meals and are
10t subject to verification. This definition includes students directly certified through SNAP,
TANF. and FDPIR participation as well as homeless students on the liaison list, Head Start,
pre-K Even Start, migrant youth, runaways, and non-applicants approved by local officials
identified through means other than an application. Foster children certified through means
other than an application are also included as well as students certified for free meals based
ona letter provided by the household fiom the SNAP agency. Students who are categorically
eligible based on information, such as a case munber, submitted through a fiee and reduced
price application are NOT included.
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11. What number should be used as the total enrollment for determining the percentage of

identified students?
For purposes of calculating the identified student percentage, Enrolled students means

students who are enrolled in and attending schools participating in the community eligibility
provision and who have access 10 at least one meal service (SBP or NSLP) daily. The
identified student percentage must be representative of the number of identified students and
the student enrollment as of April 1of the prior year. Please note that the number of students
enrolled should reflect all those students with access to the NSLP or SBP and not just those
students participating in the programs.
