KENTUCKY GLOBAL SCHOOLS NETWORK: LEARN AND LAUNCH GRANTS

Global competence is critical for innovation in the 21st century. Educational approaches sensitive to our changing world infuse global awareness and cultural understanding into everyday classroom practices, while also utilizing the technological resources available to teachers and students today.  A learning environment rooted in global competence empowers teachers and students to develop deep cultural knowledge and explore the ways in which culture influences identities and worldviews. Teachers and students also engage with world issues and challenges, and conceptualize ways to address them together. Openness and curiosity are developed and are critical to global perspective-building and problem-solving processes.  

The next step for Kentucky’s commitment to college- and career-readiness is to ensure that global-readiness is a part of that strategy. To borrow from an NEA policy brief on the issue, Global competence means that students acquire an in-depth knowledge and understanding of international issues, an appreciation of and ability to learn and work with people from diverse linguistic and cultural backgrounds, proficiency in a foreign language, and the skills to function productively in an interdependent world community.  The Kentucky Board of Education, in partnership with the Kentucky Chamber of Commerce and Economic Development, among others to Kentucky Rising. Kentucky Rising is a statewide strategic plan focused on a “cradle” to “career” model to improve the economy of the Commonwealth and the prosperity of citizens of the Commonwealth. The goal is that Kentucky will have a workforce that is among the world’s most highly skilled, globally aware, and globally competent. 
The newly revised, Global Competency &World Language Program Review is one of the tools to help globalize their schools.  The adjusted timeline for the Global Competency and World Language Program Review reflects the feedback from districts who noted that it would take time and resources to fully meet proficiency in every elementary, middle and high school.

The purpose of the first “Learn and Launch” grants, released in July of 2014, were to provide elementary and middle schools with additional funds to access VIF International Education resources, which are proven to enable educators to effectively integrate global content into their core instruction, while also providing support for planning an effective implementation of a strong world language and global competency program. Awarded recipients include 14 schools in three districts who submitted applications for ‘feeder patterns.’
Campbell County: Campbell Ridge Elementary, Crossroad Elementary, Donald Cline Elementary, Grant's Lick Elementary, John W. Reiley Elementary, Campbell Middle
McCracken County: Heath Middle, Heath Elementary, Concord Elementary
Webster County: Webster County Middle School, Sebree, Clay, Dixon, Providence Elementary Schools
These schools are the first cohort of the Kentucky Global Schools Network. 

This second round of “Learn and Launch” grants are to continue expanding the knowledge base and experiences of Kentucky schools using the provider, VIF International Education. 

GRANTEE EXPECTATIONS (Non-Negotiables)
Elementary and middle schools may apply for grants of $15,000 (per school site) for professional learning and planning of exemplary global competency and world language programs during the 2015-16 academic year.  The following are required commitments:  

· Have school leadership or representatives come to the first face-to-face meeting.
· Use funds to learn about and then plan for the implementation of a sustainable and integrated program for all students to understand and meet global competency skills;
· Plan to implement a new or enhance an existing World Language program; 
· Work collaboratively with KDE and  VIF International Education (as an evidence-based provider of support programs and services) to learn about effective K-8  global competency and world language programs and to develop a plan for implementation that will be enacted the following year (2016-17);
· Be willing to share the process of learning about and building a global competency program and serve as a spokesperson and model for other schools, districts, partner agencies and VIF International Education.
· Schools who were part of the first cohort of Learn and launch recipients may not be awarded a second Learn and launch grant.

Because the work of planning an innovative or new program requires additional time and effort on the part of all who are involved, the following knowledge, attitudes, skills, aspirations, and behaviors are stated as desired pre-requisites for those seeking this opportunity:

Submission of Application 
The KDE MUST receive applications by September 28th, 2015, 4:00 PM (EDT) via email. Applications received after this time and date will be deemed non-responsive. 
A blind copy of the Narrative section of the application should also be submitted. The blind copy should not contain identifying words or names of people, districts, counties, or schools.

APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS

I. RESPONSES TO PROMPTS 1-5
Respond to the prompts in the categories below.  Limit responses to 1 single-side double-spaced page for each prompt (you may single space bulleted items/data tables).  Anything written beyond 1 page for each prompt will not be read or considered in scoring.  Each section has a scoring rubric.  It is critical that you use these to guide your responses. 
· Prompt 1 is worth up to 15 points.
· Prompt 2 is worth up to 25 points.
· Prompt 3 is worth up to 15 points.
· Prompt 4 is worth up to 25 points.

· Prompt 5 is a BONUS and worth up to 10 additional points.
· Applications for individual schools will receive 0 points for this BONUS prompt.
· One or more elementary schools applying with the feeder middle school will be eligible for up to 10 BONUS points, based on the quality of the proposed plan.

Total Points Possible = 90

3. The purchase of electronic hardware ( e-readers, tablets, or computers ) is not allowable under this grant. The purpose of Learn and Launch is to develop a sustainable program for all students and it is difficult to guarantee each student would have access to purchased equipment or that it would be used consistently for the purpose of global competency or world language acquisition. This does not apply to software which is allowable.
