Kentucky Global Schools Network: Learn and Launch Grants

Questions and answers
Q:
Our school is interested in this grant, but should we just be a part of a larger feeder, cluster school type grant? 

A:

You can apply as a single school or as several feeder schools. There are bonus points for working as feeder patterns but it is not compulsory.

Q:

If so, then should we just work on our action plan? 
A:

Each school applying, even as a group should submit their own plan but ONE BUDGET for all the schools.

Q: 

I listened to the webinar about this grant and it looks like the costs will be $9,900 for the VIF resources and access and then $5,100 for what we envision, correct? 
A:

That is correct, feeders or clusters will receive a discount price for VIF and each school will get $15,000.

 

Q:
In the budget portion of the application, must we detail specific prices for specific programs from VIF International Education? Or can we devote, say, $10,000 to VIF International Education and leave it at that? I ask because I can’t find specific cost breakdowns on VIF’s website for specific programs, such as their PD system called Global Gateway.
A:

Yes, they can just leave it at that.

Q:

If we receive the grant award, is the school obligated to pay for VIF International Education resources after June 2016? Are proposed programs considered sustainable if they don’t include plans to purchase resources from VIF International Education after June 2016?
A:

No, they don't have to continue with VIF but must show how they will sustain or grow their program.

Q:

The question relates to feeder schools and the cost of the VIF resources. During the technical assistance, I understand the cost was discussed: for a single school, that cost is $9,900 but there may be a discount for a feeder system?
A:

Yes, there is a discount for several schools in a feeder pattern.

Q:

May a district apply for multiple elementaries that feed into its middle school?
A:

Yes, feeder patterns could be one elementary feeding into one middle or several elementaries k-2 feeding into a 3-5 or one or two elementaries feeding into a larger middle that has multiple feeders.

In the budget portion of the application, must we detail specific prices for specific programs from VIF International Education? Or can we devote, say, $10,000 to VIF International Education and leave it at that? I ask because I can’t find specific cost breakdowns on VIF’s website for specific programs, such as their PD system called Global Gateway.

Yes, you can just budget for ‘access to VIF resources.’
