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Q: Can a participating Arts & Sciences faculty member of the project also serve as the evaluator?
A: There is no prohibition in the RFA against having an evaluator that is also participating in the project.
 
 
Q: Can MSP funds be used to extend a previously existing project?
A: No, it must exist as a separate project. All proposals for MSP projects will be evaluated based on the stated guidelines and measured by the published rubric. A proposal with a project design that is similar to a previously existing one can be submitted, but it will be evaluated by the same criteria as all other projects. If funded, it will be considered a complete project and not part of any other project.
 
 
Q: Can projects which have been announced begin spending funds immediately and be reimbursed once they have signed contracts with KDE?
A: No, no work can be done until the contract has been approved.
 
 
Q: Can pre-K students or educational institutions participate in MSP projects?
A: No. The federal guidelines state that “elementary and secondary schools” are eligible to participate in MSP projects. The legal definition of elementary school in Kentucky begins at Kindergarten, so preschools fall outside the limits of “elementary” schools.
