REQUEST FOR APPLICATION
Migrant Education Summer Programming Initiative
As authorized under Title I, Part C, of the No Child Left Behind Act, the Office of Next Generation Schools and Districts, Division of Consolidated Plans and Audits, is issuing a Request for Applications (RFA) from local education agencies (LEAs) that currently contain a state-allocated Migrant Education Program (MEP) to develop and implement a summer program to facilitate the educational needs for identified migrant children and their families.
Background Information

The Migrant Education Program provides states with funding based on counts of migrant children between 3 and 21 years old. A migratory child is defined as a child less than 22 years of age who is a migrant agricultural worker and who has moved across school district boundaries within the previous 36 months to obtain temporary or seasonal employment in agricultural or fishing work.
Children of migrant worker are affected by repeated moves, disruption in schooling, poverty, health needs, social isolation and language barriers. These children run a greater risk of failing to meet the challenging state content and performance standards, that all students are expected to meet. Low academic achievement and frustration with school cause many migrant children to drop out in their early teens. In order to reduce the impact of those educational barriers, the U.S. Congress authorized federal funding to establish the Migrant Education Program (MEP) in 1966 under the authority of Title I of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA). The United States Education Department (USED) currently administers the Office of Migrant Education (OME), which is responsible for meeting the special needs of migratory children and youth.
As stated in the “No Child Left Behind Act of 2001”, the purpose of the MEP is to: 

1. Support high-quality and comprehensive educational programs for migratory children to help reduce the educational disruptions and other problems that result from repeated moves;

2. Ensure that migratory children who move among the states are not penalized in any manner by disparities among the states in curriculum, graduation requirements, and state academic content and student academic achievement standards; 

3. Ensure that migratory children are provided with appropriate educational services (including supportive services) that address their special needs in a coordinated and efficient manner; 

4. Ensure that migratory children receive full and appropriate opportunities to meet the same challenging state academic content and student academic achievement standards that all children are expected to meet; 

5. Design programs to help migratory children overcome educational disruption, cultural and language barriers, social isolation, curious health-related problems, and other factors that inhibit the ability of such children to do well in school, and to prepare such children to make a successful transition to postsecondary education or employment; and 

6. Ensure that migratory children benefit from state and local systemic reforms. 

To achieve this purpose, OME helps state education agencies (SEAs) administer the MEP within their states. Each SEA receiving MEP funds is responsible for developing and implementing programs that assist migrant children to overcome the educational barriers resulting from their migratory lifestyle. The Kentucky MEP requires that migrant students be provided the opportunity to extend educational services beyond the regular school year. Kentucky regulation, 704 KAR 3:292 Section 2(2), sets the perimeters for summer learning: Summer extended academic services shall be required of all local migrant projects for a duration of four (4) to six (6) weeks and no less than three (3) times per week for eligible students who are the most academically in need.
Requirements 

In order to apply for these funds, the applicant must be one of the KYMEP 2012-13 LEAs or an LEA fiscal agent. Staff at the Migrant Regional Service Centers may not apply for the funds; however, they may assist LEAs within their service region with application contents.
Any LEA or LEA fiscal agent that did meet the required 15% limitation for Project Code 3112 by September 30, 2012, will not be eligible for funding.
Funding
The Kentucky Department of Education Migrant Education Program anticipates funding educationally based summer programs in local educational agencies and migrant consortiums that have active migrant education programs. 

The anticipated contract period is May 1, 2013 through September 30, 2013.  Funding is not renewable for additional summer programming beyond this contract period.  All funds must be spent or obligated by September 30, 2013.  Different terms and conditions apply for these funds than the FY13 Title I, Part C (Migrant Education) allocation.  
Allowable activities must meet the requirements of section 1306(b) of the MEP statute, with the cost principles of the Office of Management and Budget (OMB) Circular A-87, and meet the applicable requirements of EDGAR, particular Parts 76 and 80. These Migrant Education Program (MEP) funds must be used for summer instructional services, coordination of activities, program evaluation, and parent engagement activities during the summer months. All activities must correlate with the 2012 KY Comprehensive Needs Assessment and be evaluated at the end of the summer term. 
MEP funds must be used only to supplement, not supplant, the level of funds that would, in the absence of MEP funds, be made available from non-federal sources for the education of students and out-of-school youths participating in MEP projects.

Award
Districts will receive preliminary notice of award on or around March 20, 2013. At the conclusion of the RFA process, Memorandums of Agreement (MOA) will be developed with all successful applicants. The MOA effective date is anticipated to be May 1, 2013 and funds will be eligible for use from the MOA effective date through September 30, 2013. Activities prior to the effective date of the MOA are not allowable charges. 
Application Components
Each component shall be clearly labeled within the application. Failure to include any of the components below may deem your application non-responsive.  
1. Cover Page (must use attached form)
2. Budget Narrative
a. To include any additional staff (with FTE) 
b. To show coordination with other federal programs
c. Must include summer demographic information.
d. Program design must address closing the achievement gap with migrant students and college-career readiness goals.
e. Program design must be above and beyond what is already allocated for summer programming.
f. Must make connection with the KYMEP 2012 Needs Assessment.
g. Must be specific as to 
i. What the summer program plan is;
ii. How the summer program will be delivered; and
iii. Why additional funds are needed.
3. MUNIS budget summary form (must use attached form)
Formatting Requirements
Failure to follow the formatting requirements may deem your application non-responsive.  

1. All pages must be single-sided.

2. Text should be in Arial or similar font (do not use a condensed or narrow version) of 12 or greater and double-spaced.  

3. Pages should be numbered consecutively with the Budget Narrative beginning page one. 
4. The budget narrative may not exceed 3 double-spaced pages.
5. Should have side, top and bottom margins of one inch.  

6. The original and all copies should be secured using only clips, staples, or rubber bands. Do not bind them or place them in notebooks.  

Submission of Application
The Kentucky Department of Education must receive the application by 4:00 pm (EST), March 4, 2013.  Applications received after this time and date will be deemed non-responsive. All applications must be mailed or hand delivered. Hand-delivered copies MUST be delivered to the Capitol Plaza Tower (Room 1633), 500 Mero Street, Frankfort, KY  40601.
The following must be submitted to the Kentucky Department of Education:
1. One (1) original with original signatures in ink. The signature of the superintendent must be notarized with a raised seal.  
2. Three (3) exact copies of the original
If you are hand-delivering your application, please allow 30 to 60 minutes to find parking and for security checks. You will need to present a photo ID in the visitors lobby for entrance.  APPLICATIONS (MAILED OR HAND DELIVERED) RECEIVED AFTER THE DEADLINE WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED.  

If you are mailing your application, please allow adequate time for the application to be received by KDE Grants Procurement Office by the deadline. Applications postmarked before the deadline, but not received will be deemed non-responsive. The applicant is responsible for ensuring that ALL pages, (including those requiring signatures), of the application submitted are in both the original application and the copies.
Please keep in mind that this is a competitive grant process, therefore attention to detail is critical.

Evaluation of Applications
Reviewers will be trained and will evaluate applications using the criteria established in the RFA. KDE will select persons experienced in Migrant Education.  The application must have a minimum score of 80 to be considered.
Submission of Questions

All questions, including those pertaining to the budget, must be submitted via email to kderfp@education.ky.gov by 4:00 pm (EST), January 22, 2013. Answers will not be returned individually; they will be posted on the KDE website as an attachment to the RFA on or around January 30, 2013. It is the responsibility of the applicant to periodically review the KDE RFA website for questions and answers and further clarification of requirements, both programmatic and technical.
