Regional Dropout RFA Questions including TA session
Question:  Can dropout prevention grant funds be used to complement our actual program, such as for tutoring and counseling costs in our district?  (Are the funds only to be used for sharing information and strategies with another district?)
Answer:  No.  The purpose of the grant is to help districts provide training to other districts to help lower their dropout rate by learning about programs, processes, and interventions that have been proven to work in your district.

Question:  Is there an established MOA we would use with the districts who are participating in our project or would we just keep track of how much time we spent training each of the participating districts?
Answer:   Money should be tracked as to how much is being spent on training of other districts.  How a district chooses to track that is at their discretion.

Question:  What were the uses of the funds you envisioned when you put this together?
Answer:   We have districts with extremely low dropout rates across the state of Kentucky.   Our vision was for these districts to share proven programs, processes, and interventions that have been proven to work with districts that have higher dropout rates and are looking for assistance.

Question:   Last year the district hosted ten in-state schools and five out-of-state schools who came to view the Performance Based System and to learn how we achieved 0% dropouts for the past six years.  Would it be possible to use the funds for this grant to enhance the training given to those visitors by the Superintendent and the Dropout Prevention Coordinator, instead of traveling to other schools to provide instruction?  It seems we could better use the money when people are already coming to us as opposed to traveling to them.
Answer:   The grant does not specify that the money be spent on travel to other districts.  The purpose of the grant is to help your district provide training to other districts to help lower their dropout rate.  They will learn about programs, processes and interventions that have been proven to work in your district.  As long as the funds are being spent to support the training of other districts, travel to or from your district it is within the parameters of the grant.
				


Question: Am I reading this right that a dropout prevention grant is going to be given to a portion of 23 districts that have an 0.6% current dropout rate (or less that 0.6)?
Answer:  As stated in the grant notice, “Public school districts in Kentucky with students in grades K-12 that have a dropout rate of 0.6% or less for SY 13-14 are eligible to apply.”  There are 85 districts with dropout rates of 0.6% or less.

Question:  If the above is true, wouldn’t you think that those districts would not need assistance in lowering their dropout rate?
Answer:   The grant is not intended to lower the dropout rate of the grantee districts, but to enable the grantee districts to provide training and technical assistance to other districts in their region that need support in reducing their dropout rates.  The intent is to scale up promising practices among districts in the region.

Question: What is the total amount of these grants?
Answer:  As stated in the grant notice, “Districts may submit a grant application for up to a maximum of $20,000 for the 2015-16 school year.”


Question:  Is there an updated list of eligible districts on the website? My original printout only had 23 eligible districts instead of the 85 on here?

Answer:  The 85 districts eligible for this grant are:
