Career Camp for Non-Traditional Programs FY14 Q&A

Q. How many grants are projected to be awarded during this cycle?

A. KDE cannot answer with certainty how many grants will be awarded. We will fund       projects until all the funds have been awarded.  

      Q.  How long does the Summer Camp need to be?
      A.  2-5 days in length.

     Q.  How much can teachers from K-12 and instructors from KCTCS be paid from the grant?
     A.  Pay and allowances should be paid in alignment with their normal daily rate of pay.

    Q.  Is the career fair apart of the summer camp or in addition?
    A.  Part of the summer camp activities.

   Q.  How do you prefer us to document the career fair for non-traditional programs?
   A.  Pictures and a count of non-traditional students who were exposed to non-traditional             career opportunities.      
  
 Q.  Can you define the following requirement? Non-Traditional Programs will be defined as occupations that employ 25 percent or less of one gender.
 A.  FEMALE: Agriculture, engineering, computer science, manufacturing, construction, transportation and logistics.
      MALE: Education (Elementary, Special), health sciences.  

Q.   Page 2 under funding states, “The total award amount for Career Camps for Non-Traditional    Programs will be at least $60,000.” Is this the total amount statewide or the maximum amount a single entity can apply for?
A.   Total amount statewide. We will fund projects until all the funds have been awarded.    

Q.  Does the project need to be regional in scope or is the focus individual districts?
A.  It can be for an individual district.

Q. Is XXXXXXX University eligible to apply as the post-secondary institution and partnering with low performing schools?
A.  No. The only institutions eligible to receive the funds are institutions receiving Perkins funds.

Q.   Does the camp have to be held during the summer?
A.   The camp must be held before June 30, 2014. Most camps are held after school is out, but no, it doesn’t have to be held during the summer.

Q.  Supplies are listed as an allowable use of funds. Does this apply towards equipment needed for the camp or does it only include expendables?
A.  It does not include equipment.

Q.  If XXXXXX public school is the grant administrator, can public school students in other nearby school districts participate in the career camp?
A.  Yes, if the district wants to partner with the other districts, it is allowable.    



Q.  What exactly is a blind copy of an application?
A.  A blind copy must not contain any identifying information from the school or district applying. This can be done by using a permanent Black Marker or utilizing black out bars or XXXXX in place of identifying information. (ex. XXXXXX county school is………..)

Q.  If the camp starts before the June 30th deadline can it continue after the deadline?
A.  No, these funds will end on June 30th.

Q.  Could grant funds be utilized to cover the cost of participating students to take a course on a KCTCS campus?
A.  No, these funds can only be used for a non-traditional camp.

Q.  Can we utilize the grant funds for contractual services?
A.  Only for the camp.
 
 Q.  Is there a minimum or maximum amount set for the budget for this grant project?
