Q:

Is the $15,000 per school per year? If not, does the all the money have to be spent the first year?

A.
Yes, it is 15,000 per school. This is a one year grant so the money must be spent from the point that the MOA is signed, ~mid-October 2014 - June 30, 2015. VIF has extended use of their services for a one year fee to cover 18 months of Global Passport.

Q:

We have several K-6 schools in our district and one K-2 that feeds into a 3-6 school. All schools feed into one middle school. Can I receive funding for the K-2 school?

A:

Yes, each school in the feeder pattern (elementary and middle) would each get $15,000. Please see page 11, Item 3. Feeder pattern schools should submit ONE COLLECTIVE BUDGET APPLICATION. Each separate school however would have a separate but congruent plan for implementation.

Q:

Appendix B only allows for signatures for 3 principals. If we are including 4 or more schools, should we just submit Appendix B again with the other 3 principal signatures?

A:

Yes, please use a second copy of Appendix B for the additional signatures.  Label them “Page 1 of 2” and “Page 2 of 2,” respectively.  

​​​
Q:

Any recommendations for the project director? If we have several schools, should this or be position be a district level employee?

A:

That would be a district decision as to how best implement and oversee the grant. Any placement of long-term district personnel should be included in your 1-2 year plan as part of sustainability.

​​Q:

On the VIF International Education Resources webpage, it says to check back later when wanting to learn more about the programs, will this site be up and running soon so that we can make plans for implementation and our budget can be completed?

A:

VIF indicated on the Technical Assistance call that the website would be updated by Noon on June 22, 2014.
​​​Q:

Any limitations on the monies? Can teachers receive stipends through the grant for professional development (provided that they have met the required PD hours)?

​A:

The only limitation is that only 10% of the funds can be used on consumables. There are no limitations on stipends. To go along with the intent of the grant, the money should be used in such a way to increase knowledge and grow programs.
Q:

What are the margin requirements?

A:

The KDE prefers 1” margins.  Please do not use margins less than 0.75”.
