[bookmark: _GoBack]World Language Immersion Planning/Implementation Grants
Questions and Answers

Q. Due to the holidays, will application deadline for this RFA be extended?
A. No, the application deadline remains January 11, 2013, at 4:00 pm (EST).

Q. If we decide to close or change our current school configuration, we might only have two elementary schools in the future or the board may decide to build a new elementary school.  If we write a planning grant, does it have to be implemented during the 2012-13 school year or could we implement it in 2013-14?  
A. If a proposal for a planning grant is submitted this year, the school should implement the planning in the current school year through June 30 or encumber the funds for use during the next school year.  Because of the late posting of this grant, it makes sense to schedule some activities as soon as possible, but not rush the planning process if implementation of a new immersion program will not happen until 2013-2014.

Q.  Also, are school councils required to sign off on this grant?
A.  There is no requirement for school councils to sign off on the grant, but best practice suggests that it would be a good idea to make sure the school council was in agreement with the curricular change before applying for the grant.

Q. What is the grant period? Will it be the 2013-2014 school year?
A. Through June 30, 2013.  All funds must be spent by June 30, 2013.

Q.  Will the implementation grants be eligible for renewal after one year?
A. No

Q.  If a school is in process of implementing an immersion program, using a tiered implementation process, is that school eligible to apply for the implementation grant?  For example, we have 2 schools that have begun the K-5 process, one has two grades participating now, and the other has 3 or 4 grades participating at this time. Are they eligible to apply for the implementation grant?
A.  Yes.

Q.  Our district is in the process of constructing additional elementary schools. Can the district apply for planning grants to ensure that an immersion program is at the table in the planning and design of the new schools?
A.  Yes.
