We have audited the accompanying financial statements of the governmental activities, the business-type activities, each major fund, and the aggregate remaining fund information of the Clay County School District as of and for the year ended June 30, 2012, which collectively comprise the District’s basic financial statements as listed in the table of contents.  These basic financial statements are the responsibility of the District's management.  Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these basic financial statements based on our audit.

We conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of America, the standards applicable to financial audits contained in Government Auditing Standards, issued by the Comptroller General of the United States, the provisions of the Office of Management and Budget Circular A-133, Audits of States, Local Governments, and Non-Profit Organizations; and the audit requirements prescribed by the Kentucky State Committee for School District Audits in Appendix I to the Auditor’s Contract – General Audit Requirements, Appendix II to the Independent Auditor's Contract – State Audit Requirements, and Appendix III to the Independent Auditor's Contract – Electronic Submission. Those standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are free of material misstatement.  An audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidence supporting the amounts and disclosures in the financial statements.  An audit also includes assessing the accounting principles used and significant estimates made by management, as well as evaluating the overall financial statement presentation.  We believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinions.

In our opinion, the financial statements referred to above present fairly, in all material respects, the respective financial position of the governmental activities, the business-type activities, each major fund, and the aggregate remaining fund information of the District, as of June 30, 2012, and the respective changes in financial position and cash flows, where applicable, thereof, for the year then ended in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America. 
In accordance with Government Auditing Standards, we have also issued our report, dated November 14, 2012, on our consideration of Clay County School District’s internal control over financial reporting and on our tests of its compliance with certain provisions of laws, regulations, contracts, and grants.  The purpose of that report is to describe the scope of our testing of internal control over financial reporting and compliance and the results of that testing, and not to provide an opinion on the internal control over financial reporting or on compliance. That report is an integral part of an audit performed in accordance with Government Auditing Standards and should be read in conjunction with this report in considering the results of our audit.

The Management's Discussion and Analysis on pages 3 through 7, and budgetary comparison information on pages 34 through 36, are not a required part of the basic financial statements but are supplementary information required by accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America.  We have applied certain limited procedures, which consisted principally of inquiries of management regarding the methods of measurement and presentation of the supplementary information.  However, we did not audit the information and express no opinion on it.

Our audit was conducted for the purpose of forming opinions on the financial statements that collectively comprise the Clay County School District’s basic financial statements.  The supplementary information on pages 37 through 44, including the schedule of expenditures of federal awards as required by U.S. Office of Management and Budget Circular A-133, Audits of States, Local Governments, and Non-Profit Organizations, is presented for the purpose of additional analysis and is not a required part of the basic financial statements of the Clay County School District.  Such information has been subjected to the auditing procedures applied in the audit of the basic financial statements and, in our opinion, is fairly stated, in all material respects, in relation to the basic financial statements taken as a whole.

As management of the Clay County School District (District), we offer readers of the District’s financial statements this narrative overview and analysis of the financial activities of the District for the fiscal year ended June 30, 2012.  We encourage readers to consider the information presented here in conjunction with additional information found within the body of the financial statements and notes.

FINANCIAL HIGHLIGHTS

 The ending cash balance for the District was $3,349,672, including both governmental and proprietary funds, in 2012 and $3,518,069 in 2011.  The decrease is primarily due to increasing expenses expenditures and less grant revenue.
 Overall interest income decreased to $50,314 in 2012 compared to $73,082 in 2011; which represents a 31% decrease relative to the prior year.
 The District continued a new road construction to Clay County High School and is expected to complete the final phase in the 2012-2013 school year.
 The Board continued to make a priority of funding competitive salaries for teachers for recruitment and retention consistent with a goal of improvement of student achievement.  To meet this goal the Board and District’s management aggressively sought ways to increase starting teacher salaries.  However, the beginning Rank III teacher’s salary remained $34,384 per year.  The District continues to work towards higher starting salaries.
 The General Fund had $26,754,372 in revenue, which primarily consisted of the state program (SEEK), property taxes, local occupational license taxes, utility taxes, and motor vehicle taxes.  There was $27,062,895 in General Fund expenditures and net revenues of $19,480 in other uses.
 The Board did not issue any new debt in the current year and overall principal of long-term debt decreased by $1,130,000.

OVERVIEW OF FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

This discussion and analysis is intended to serve as an introduction to the District’s basic financial statements.  The District’s basic financial statements comprise three components:  1) government-wide financial statements, 2) fund financial statements, and 3) notes to the basic financial statements.  This report also contains other supplementary information in addition to the basic financial statements themselves.

Government-wide financial statements.  The government-wide financial statements are designed to provide readers with a broad overview of the District’s finances, in a manner similar to a private-sector business.

The statement of net assets presents information on all of the District’s assets and liabilities, with the difference between the two reported as net assets.  Over time, increases or decreases in net assets may serve as a useful indicator of whether the financial position of the District is improving or deteriorating.

The statement of activities presents information showing how the District’s net assets changed during the most recent fiscal year.  All changes in net assets are reported as soon as the underlying event giving rise to the change occurs, regardless of the timing of related cash flows.  Thus, revenues and expenses are reported in this statement for some items that will only result in cash flows in future fiscal periods.

The government-wide financial statements outline functions of the District that are primarily supported by property taxes and intergovernmental revenues (governmental activities).  The governmental activities of the District include instruction, support services, operation and maintenance of plant, student transportation, and operation of non-instructional services.  Fixed asset acquisitions and related debt are also supported by taxes and intergovernmental revenues.

The government-wide financial statements can be found on pages 8 and 9 of this report.

Fund financial statement.  A fund is a grouping of related accounts that is used to maintain control over resources that have been segregated for specific activities and objectives.  There is a state mandated uniform system and chart of accounts for all Kentucky public school districts utilizing the MUNIS administrative software.  The District uses fund accounting to ensure and demonstrate compliance with finance-related legal requirements.  All of the funds of the District can be divided into three categories:  governmental, proprietary, and fiduciary funds.  Fiduciary funds are trust funds established by benefactors to aid in student education, welfare and teacher support. The only proprietary fund is our food service operations.  All other activities of the District are included in the governmental funds.

The basic governmental fund financial statements can be found on pages 10 through 17 of this report.

Notes to the financial statements.  The notes provide additional information that is essential to a full understanding of the data provided in the government-wide and fund financial statements.  The notes to the financial statements can be found on pages 18 through 33 of this report.

GOVERNMENT WIDE FINANCIAL ANALYSIS

Net assets may serve over time as a useful indicator of a government’s financial position.  In the case of the District, governmental assets exceeded liabilities by approximately $15,993,535; proprietary assets exceeded liabilities by $549,678 and total assets exceeded liabilities by $16,543,213 at June 30, 2012.
The largest portion of the District’s net assets reflects its investment in capital assets (e.g., land and improvements, buildings and improvements, vehicles, furniture and equipment and construction in progress), less any related debt used to acquire those assets that are still outstanding.  The District uses these capital assets to provide services to its students; consequently, these assets are not available for

future spending.  Although the District’s investment in its capital assets is reported net of related debt, it should be noted that the resources needed to repay this debt must be provided from other sources, since the capital assets themselves cannot be used to liquidate these liabilities. The District’s financial position is the product of several financial transactions including the net results of activities, the acquisition and payment of debt, the acquisition and disposal of capital assets, and the depreciation of capital assets.

BUDGETARY IMPLICATION

In Kentucky the public school fiscal year is July 1-June 30; other programs, i.e., some federal programs operate on a different fiscal calendar, but are reflected in the District’s overall budget.  By law, the budget must have a minimum 2% contingency.  The District adopted a working budget with $1,459,486 in contingency.  Significant Board action that impacts the finances includes a pay raise for all employees at the beginning of the fiscal year.  Significant variations in the actual results of operations and the final budget are primarily due to on-behalf payments that are included in the financial statements, but are not budgeted by the District.

1.
Reporting entity

The Clay County Board of Education (Board), a five member group, is the level of government which has oversight responsibilities over all activities related to public elementary and secondary school education within the jurisdiction of the Clay County School District (District). The District receives funding from Local, State, and Federal government sources and must comply with the commitment requirements of these funding source entities.  However, the District is not included in any other governmental "reporting entity" as defined in Section 2100, Codification of Governmental Accounting and Financial Reporting Standards as Board members are elected by the public and have decision making authority, the power to designate management, the responsibility to develop policies which may influence operations, and primary accountability for fiscal matters.


The District, for financial purposes, includes all of the funds relevant to the operation of the District.  The basic financial statements presented herein do not include funds of groups and organizations, which, although associated with the school system, have not originated within the Board itself such as Band Boosters, Parent-Teacher Associations, etc.  Such funds or groups have been considered as prospective component units under GASB Statement Number 39 Determining Whether Certain Organizations Are Component Units, and have been determined to have insignificant assets, liabilities, equity, revenue and expenditures to be considered component units.  In addition, the Board has the ability to exert little control over the fiscal activities of the funds or groups.  

The basic financial statements of the District include those of separately administered organizations that are controlled by or dependent on the Board.  Control or dependence is determined on the basis of budget adoption, funding, and appointment of the respective governing board.


Based on the foregoing criteria, the basic financial statements of the following organization is included in the accompanying basic financial statements:


Clay County School District Finance Corporation – In 1989, the Clay County, Kentucky, Board of Education resolved to authorize the establishment of the Clay County School District Finance Corporation (Corporation) (a nonprofit, nonstock, public, and charitable corporation organized under the School Bond Act, KRS 273, and KRS Section 58.180) as an agency of the Board for financing the costs of school building facilities.  The Board Members of the Clay County Board of Education also comprise the Corporation's Board of Directors.

The financial statements of the District have been prepared in conformity with generally accepted accounting principles (“GAAP”) as applied to governmental units.  The Governmental Accounting Standards Board (“GASB) is the accepted standard setting body for establishing governmental accounting and financial reporting principles.


The District has elected to apply all applicable GASB pronouncements as well as Financial Accounting Standards Board (“FASB”) pronouncements and Accounting Principles Board (“APB”) opinions issued on or before November 30, 1989 to its proprietary funds, unless those pronouncements conflict or contradict GASB pronouncements.


The following is a summary of the significant accounting policies


Government-wide financial statements – The statement of net assets and the statement of activities display information about the District as a whole.  These statements include the financial activities of the primary government, except for fiduciary funds.  The statements distinguish between those activities of the District that are governmental and those that are considered business-type activities.


The government-wide statements are prepared using the economic resources measurement focus and the accrual basis of accounting.  The activities of the District are generally financed through state funding, property taxes, and Federal, State, and Local grants.  Revenues are recorded when earned and expenses are recorded at the time the liability is incurred, regardless of when the related cash flows take place.  Revenues from grants are recognized in the fiscal year in which eligibility requirements are met.


The government-wide statement of activities presents a comparison between direct expenses and program revenues for each function or program of the District’s governmental activities and each segment of the business-type activities of the District.  Direct expenses are those that are specifically associated with a service, program, or function.  The District charges indirect expenses to programs or functions in accordance to preset formulas.  Program revenues include charges paid by the recipient of the goods or services offered by the program, and grants and contributions that are restricted to meeting the operational or capital requirements of a particular program.  Revenues that are not classified as program revenues are presented as general revenues of the District, with certain limited exceptions.  The comparison of direct expenses with program revenues identifies the extent to which each business segment or governmental function is self-financing or draws from the general revenues of the District.


Fund financial statements – Fund financial statements report detailed information about the District.  The focus of governmental and enterprise fund financial statements is on major funds rather than reporting funds by type.  Each major fund is presented in a separate column.  Nonmajor funds are aggregated and presented in a single column.  Fiduciary funds are reported by fund type.

Governmental funds are reported using the current financial resources measurement focus and the modified accrual basis of accounting.  Under this method, revenues are recognized when measurable and available.  State and other governmental revenues applicable to the current fiscal year and collected within 60 days of year end are recognized as revenue.


Expenditures are recorded when the related fund liability is incurred, except for principal and interest on general long-term debt and payments for compensated absences which are recognized as expenditures when they come due for payment.  General capital asset acquisitions are reported as expenditures in governmental funds, and proceeds of general long-term debt are reported as other financing sources.

Under the terms of the District’s grant agreements, certain programs are funded by specific cost-reimbursement grants and general revenues.  Generally, the District applies cost-reimbursement funds first to finance such programs with remaining costs paid for with general revenues.


Proprietary funds utilize the economic resources measurement focus and the accrual basis of accounting. Proprietary funds distinguish operating revenues and expenses from nonoperating items.  Operating revenues generally result from providing services in connection with the fund’s principal operations.  The fund’s principal operating revenues are food service charges. Operating expenses include food production costs, supplies, administrative costs, and depreciation on capital assets.


Fiduciary funds utilize the economic resources measurement focus and the accrual basis of accounting.


Accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America require that the General Fund be reported as a major fund.  All other governmental and proprietary funds whose assets, liabilities, revenues, or expenditures comprise at least 10% of the total for the relevant fund category and at least 5% of the corresponding total for all governmental and proprietary funds combined must also be reported as major funds.


The District has the following funds:


a.
Governmental fund types


The General Fund is the general operating fund of the District and accounts for all revenues and expenditures of the District not encompassed within other funds.  All general tax revenues and other receipts that are not allocated by law or contractual agreement to some other fund are accounted for in this fund.  General operating expenditures and the capital improvement costs that are not paid through other funds are paid from the General Fund.  This is a major fund of the District.

The Special Revenue Funds are used to account for the proceeds of specific revenue sources that are legally restricted to expenditures for specified purposes.  This is a major fund of the District.


Capital Project Funds are used to account for financial resources to be used for the acquisition or construction of major capital facilities and equipment (other than those financed by Proprietary Funds).  The Capital Projects Funds account for revenue and expenditures from three sources:


1.
The Support Education Excellence in Kentucky (SEEK) Capital Outlay Fund receives those funds designated by the State as Capital Outlay Funds and is generally restricted for use in financing projects identified in the District’s facility plan (including payment of bonded lease obligations).  



2.
The Facility Support Program (FSPK) Fund accounts for funds generated by the building tax levy required to participate in the School Facilities Construction Commission's construction funding and state matching funds, where applicable.  Funds may be used for projects identified in the District’s facility plan.  This is a major fund of the District


3.
The School Construction Fund includes capital projects the fund also accounts for proceeds from sales of bonds and other revenue to be used for authorized construction.  This is a major fund of the District.

b.
Proprietary fund types


The School Food Service Fund accounts for school food service activities, including the National School Lunch Program and the National School Breakfast Program, which are conducted in cooperation with the U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA).  Amounts have been recorded for in-kind contribution of commodities from the USDA.  This is a major fund of the District.


c.
Fiduciary fund type


The Agency Funds account for activities of student groups and other types of activities requiring clearing accounts.  Certain agency funds comply with Accounting Procedures for Kentucky School Activity Funds.

Budgetary process – Budgetary Basis of Accounting:  The District’s budgetary process accounts for transactions on the modified accrual basis of accounting which is consistent with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America.


In accordance with state law, the District prepares a general school budget based upon the amount of revenue to be raised by local taxation, including the rate of levy and from estimates of other Local, State, and Federal revenues.  The budget contains estimated expenditures for current expenses, debt service, capital outlay, and other necessary expenses.  The budget must be approved by the Board.


The District must formally and publicly examine estimated revenues and expenses for the subsequent fiscal year by January 31 of each calendar year.


Additionally, the District must submit a certified budget to the Kentucky Department of Education by March 15 of each calendar year which includes the amount for certified and classified staff based on the District's staffing policy and the amount for the instructional supplies, materials, travel, and equipment.


Additionally, the District must adopt a tentative working budget for the subsequent fiscal year by May 30 of each calendar year.  This budget must contain a 2% reserve but no greater than 10%.


Finally, the District must adopt a final working budget and submit it to the Kentucky Department of Education by September 30 of each calendar year.


The Board has the ability to amend the working budget.  


Cash and cash equivalents - The Board considers demand deposits, money market funds, and other investments with an original maturity of 90 days or less, to be cash equivalents.


Inventories – Supplies and materials are charged to expense when purchased (purchases method).


Prepaid assets – Payments made that will benefit periods beyond the end of the fiscal year are recorded as prepaid items using the consumption method.  A current asset for the prepaid amount is recorded at the time of the purchase, and an expenditure/expense is reported in the year in which services are consumed.


Bond issue costs – Costs associated with the issuance of bond obligations, including fiscal and rating agency fees, paying agent fees, and attorney fees, are reported as expenditures in the governmental funds financial statements.  These costs are capitalized and amortized over the lives of the respective bonds on the government-wide financial statements.

Interfund balances – On fund financial statements, receivables and payables resulting from short-term interfund loans are classified as due from or to other funds.  These amounts are eliminated in the governmental and business-type activities columns of the statements of net assets, except for the net residual amounts due between governmental and business-type activities, which are presented as internal balances.


Capital assets – General capital assets are those assets not specifically related to activities reported in the proprietary funds.  These assets generally result from expenditures in the governmental funds and are reported in the governmental activities column of the government-wide statement of net assets, but are not reported in the fund financial statements.  Capital assets utilized by the proprietary funds are reported both in the business-type activities column of the government-wide statement of net assets and in the respective funds.


All capital assets are capitalized at cost (or estimated historical cost) and updated for additions and retirements during the year.  Donated fixed assets are recorded at their fair market values as of the date received.  The District maintains a capitalization threshold of $1,000 with the exception of computers and related equipment for which there is no threshold.  The District does not possess any infrastructure.  Improvements are capitalized; the cost of normal maintenance and repairs that do not add to the value of the asset or materially extend an asset’s life are not.


All reported capital assets except land and construction-in-progress are depreciated. Improvements are depreciated over the remaining useful lives of the related capital assets. Depreciation is computed using the straight-line method over the following useful lives for both general capital assets and proprietary fund assets. Accrued liabilities and long-term obligations – All payables, accrued liabilities, and long-term obligations are reported in the government-wide financial statements, and all payables, accrued liabilities, and long-term obligations payable from proprietary funds are reported in the proprietary fund financial statements.


In general, payables and accrued liabilities that will be paid from governmental funds are reported on the governmental fund financial statements regardless of whether they will be liquidated with current resources.  However, claims and judgments, the noncurrent portion of capital leases, accumulated sick leave, contractually required pension contributions, and special termination benefits that will be paid from governmental funds are reported as a liability in the fund financial statements only to the extent that they will be paid with current, expendable, available financial resources.  In general, payments made within sixty days after year-end are considered to have been made with current available financial resources. Bonds and other long-term obligations that will be paid from governmental funds are not recognized as a liability in the fund financial statements until due.


Deferred revenue – Deferred revenue arises when assets are received before revenue recognition criteria have been satisfied.  Grants and entitlements received before the eligibility requirements are met are recorded as deferred revenue.


Accumulated sick leave – Sick leave benefits are accrued as a liability using the retirement vesting method based on employees with 27 years or more of service and 55 years of age and older with more than five years of service.  The current portion of the liability is estimated based on the District’s historical trends and anticipated payments.

Net assets – Net assets represent the difference between assets and liabilities.  Net assets invested in capital assets, net of related debt, consists of capital assets, net of accumulated depreciation, reduced by the outstanding balances of any borrowings used for the acquisition, construction, or improvement of those assets.  Net assets are reported as restricted when there are limitations imposed on their use, either through the enabling legislation adopted by the District or through external restrictions imposed by creditors, grantors, or laws or regulations of other governments.


Contributions of capital – Contributions of capital in proprietary fund financial statements arise from outside contributions of fixed assets, or from grants or outside contributions of resources restricted to capital acquisition and construction.


Interfund activity – Flows of cash from one fund to another without a requirement for repayment are reported as interfund transfers.  Interfund transfers are reported as other financing sources/uses in governmental funds, and after nonoperating revenues/expenses in proprietary funds.

Fund Balance:  The Board elected to adopt GASB Statement Number 54 for the year ended June 30, 2011 and subsequent.  This statement substantially changed the terminology used to describe different component of the fund balance, which is separated into five categories:


Nonspendable:

Funds permanently nonspendable by decree of donor, such as an endowment or items 



which may not be used for another purpose, such as amounts used to prepay future 



expenses or already purchased inventory on hand.



Restricted:

Funds legally restricted under federal and state law, bond authority or grantor contract.



Committed:

Commitments passed by the Board for specific expenditures


Assigned:

Funds assigned to management priority including issued encumbrances.



Unassigned:

Funds available for future operations


It is the Board’s practice to liquidate funds when conditions have been met releasing these funds from legal, Board, or managerial obligations, using restricted funds first, followed by committed funds, assigned funds, then unassigned funds.


Encumbrances are not liabilities, and, therefore, are not recorded as expenditures until receipt of material or service.  For budgetary purposes, appropriations lapse at fiscal year-end and outstanding encumbrances at year-end are reappropriated in the next fiscal year.  Encumbrances are considered a managerial assignment of the fund balance at June 30, 2012 in the governmental funds balance sheet.

Estimates – The preparation of basic financial statements requires the District’s management to make estimates and assumptions that affect reported amounts of assets, liabilities, fund balances, and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the basic financial statements, and the reported amounts of revenues and expenses/expenditures during the reporting period.  Actual results could differ from those estimates.

Property tax revenues  –The District’s ad valorem property tax is levied each September 30 on the assessed value listed as of the prior January 1 for all real and personal property located in the District.  Taxes are due on January 2 and become delinquent after January 31 following the levy date.  Property tax rates assessed for the year ended June 30, 2012 were $.558 per $100 valuation for real property, $.558 per $100 valuation for business property, and $.487 per $100 valuation for motor vehicles. The District levies a utility license tax in the amount of 3% of the gross receipts derived from the furnishings, of telephonic and telegraphic communications services, cablevision services, electric power, water, and natural, artificial, and mixed


On-behalf Payments – The Commonwealth of Kentucky pays certain expenses on behalf of the District.  These expenses include employee health insurance, the employer match of Kentucky Teacher’s Retirement System, certain other employee benefits, specific technology expense and debt service.  For the fiscal year ending June 30, 2012, these payments totaled $585,010 for the general fund and $454,400 for debt service.

Interfund Receivables and Payables - Each fund is a separate fiscal and accounting entity, and thus interfund transactions are recorded in each fund affected by a transaction. Interfund receivables and payables for the Board arise generally from two types of transactions: 1) all funds are initially received into the General Fund, thus a payable and receivable are established in the appropriate funds; and 2) payments are from the General Fund checking account, which may not have the legal liability for the expenditure, thus a payable from the fund having the legal liability is established at such time. Typically, interfund receivables and liabilities are resolved monthly, and all of these balances should be resolved within a year. All interfund receivables and payables have been eliminated on the District-wide Statement of Net Assets.


Transfers to Other Funds - Although each fund is its own distinct reporting entity, periodically, funds have reason to transfer their revenues to other funds.  The most common reasons necessitating interfund transfers are for debt service payments and grant matching funds. Debt service payments may be paid from revenues in the Capital Outlay Fund, Building Fund, Construction Fund, Food Service Fund, or one grant within the Grants & Awards Fund, but the expenditures are recorded in the Debt Service Fund with transfers recorded to keep the funds in balance. At times, the Board receives grants which require an amount of matching funds.  Usually, the General Fund supplies this match offset by operating transfers to the Special Revenue Fund.

3.
Cash and cash equivalents


Custodial credit risk for deposits is the risk that in the event of a bank failure, the District’s deposits may not be returned to it.  As of June 30, 2012, the carrying amount of the District's cash and cash equivalents, including governmental and proprietary cash balances, was $3,349,672, and the bank balance was $5,149,563.  The District held an additional $406,973 in agency for various groups.  Of the total cash balance, $500,000 was covered by Federal depository insurance, with the remainder covered by a collateral agreement and collateral held by the pledging bank’s trust department in the District’s name.  By state statute, and District policy, the District may deposit funds in state and nationally chartered banks which provide 
FDIC insurance and sufficient collateral to secure deposits in excess of FDIC coverage.  Cash equivalents are funds temporarily invested in securities with maturities of 90 days or less.

Cash is commingled in various bank accounts and short-term certificates of deposits.  Due to the nature of the accounts and limitations imposed by bond issue requirements, construction projects, and Federal financial assistance programs, each cash account within the following funds is considered to be restricted:

Investments

Consequently, the District does not have investment related credit risk or interest rate risk.

The District, through the General Fund, the Facility Support Program (FSPK) Fund, and the SEEK Capital Outlay Fund, is obligated to make payments in amounts sufficient to satisfy debt service requirements on bonds issued by the Clay County School District Finance Corporation to construct school facilities.  The District has an option to purchase the property under lease at any time by retiring the bonds then outstanding.  In 1996, 2003, and 2008 the District entered into "participation agreements" with the School Facility Construction Commission (Commission).  

The Commission was created by the Kentucky General Assembly for the purpose of assisting local school districts in meeting school construction needs.  The participation agreements generally provide for the Commission to assist the District in meeting bond obligations and are renewable, at the Commission’s option, bi-annually.  In 2008 the District also entered into an agreement with the Urgent Needs Trust Fund.  The Urgent Needs Trust Fund was established by the 2003 Kentucky General Assembly for the purpose of assisting school districts that have urgent and critical construction needs.  The Urgent Needs Trust Fund is administered by the School Facility Construction Commission.  Should the Kentucky General Assembly choose to not fund the Commission in the future, the District would be responsible for meeting the full requirements of the bond issues.  The table below sets forth the amount to be paid by the District and the Commission for each year until maturity of all bond issues.

The Board issued a refunding bond to refund the 2002 bond issue during the prior year for the purpose of achieving interest savings. The new bond is payable over the same term as the refunded bond and was issued on September 29, 2010.  The refunding achieved a net present value interest savings of $483,976 and a gross savings $548,855.  Although defeased, the funded debt will not actually be retired until the call date has come due.  As of June 30, 2012 the outstanding principal amount of indebtedness is considered to be extinguished under “in substance defeasance” and therefore excluded from the financial statements.

Accumulated unpaid sick leave benefits


Upon retirement from the school system, certain employees will receive from the District an amount equal to 30% of the value of accumulated sick leave.


The entire compensated absence liability is reported on the government-wide financial statements.  For governmental fund financial statements, the current portion of unpaid accumulated sick leave is the amount expected to be paid using expendable available resources. These amounts are recorded in the account accumulated sick leave payable in the General Fund.  The noncurrent portion of the liability is not reported in the government fund financial statements.  There are no amounts escrowed or set aside by the Board for future payments.

9.
Commitments and contingencies


The District receives funding from Federal, State, and Local government agencies and private contributions.  These funds are to be used for designated purposes only.  For government agency grants, if based on the grantor’s review the funds are considered not to have been used for the intended purpose, the grantor may request a refund of funds advanced, or refuse to reimburse the District for its disbursements and the collectability of any related receivables as of June 30, 2012 may be impaired.  The amount of such future refunds and unreimbursed disbursements, if any, is not expected to be significant.  Continuation of the District’s grant programs is predicated upon the grantors’ satisfaction that the funds provided are being spent as intended and the grantors’ intent to continue their programs.


The District is subject to legal actions in various states of litigation, the outcome of which is not determinable at June 30, 2012.  Management and legal counsel do not anticipate that there will be any material effect on the financial statements as a result of cases presently in progress.

Retirement plans


Kentucky Teachers Retirement System


Plan Description – The Clay County School District contributes to the Kentucky Teacher’s Retirement System (“KTRS”), a cost-sharing, multiple-employer defined benefit plan.  KTRS administers retirement and disability annuities, and death and survivor benefits to employees and beneficiaries of employees of the public school systems and other public educational agencies in Kentucky.


KTRS was created by the 1938 General Assembly and is governed by Chapter 161 Section 220 through Chapter 161 Section 990 of the Kentucky Revised Statutes (KRS).  


Plan members are required to contribute 10.105% or 10.855% depending on date of hire, of their annual covered compensation, and the Commonwealth of Kentucky provides matching contributions as required by Kentucky Revised Statutes.  KTRS issues a publicly available financial report that includes financial statements and the required supplementary information on the Plan.  That report may be obtained by writing to Kentucky Teachers Retirement System, 479 Versailles Road, Frankfort, Kentucky,40601.


Funding Policy – Contribution rates are established by KRS.  Members are required to contribute 10.355% or 10.855% of their salaries to KTRS depending upon date of hire.  The Commonwealth of Kentucky on behalf of the District’s certified employees is required to contribute 14.180% and 14.840% for members before July 1, 2008 and members on or after July 1, 2008 respectively.  The Commonwealth of Kentucky requires payments for federally funded employees to be made by such federal funds.  KTRS requires that members of the KTRS occupy a position requiring either a four (4) year college degree or certification by the Kentucky Department of Education (KDE).

The Clay County School District total payroll for the year was $22,160,349.  The payroll for employees covered under KTRS was $15,950,723.  For the year ended June 30, 2012, the Commonwealth of Kentucky contributed $1,824,111 to KTRS for the benefit of participating employees.  The District’s contributions to KTRS for the year ended June 30, 2012, 2011, and 2010 were $471,329, $519,818, and $590,510, respectively, which represent those employees covered by federal programs.  The District’s contribution was equal to the required contribution for that year.

County Employees Retirement System

Employees who work an average of 100 hours per month participate in the County Employees Retirement System of Kentucky (CERS), a cost sharing, multiple employer public employees retirement system created and operating under Kentucky Law.

Plan Description - The County Employees Retirement System covers substantially all 
regular non-certified full time employees of the District.  The plan provides for retirement, 
disability and death benefits.

The CERS issues a publicly available financial report that includes financial statement ad required supplementary information for CERS.  The report may be obtained by writing to Kentucky Retirement Systems, Perimeter Park West, 1260 Louisville Road, Frankfort, Kentucky 40601.


Funding Policy - Plan members are required to contribute 5% of their annual covered compensation and the District is required to contribute at an actuarially determined rate.  Employer contribution rates are intended to fund the normal cost on a current basis plus one percent (1%) of the un-funded past service costs per annum plus interest at the actuarial assumed rate.  The Board of Trustees of the Kentucky Retirement Systems determines such contribution rates.  The current District contribution rate is 18.96% of the employee’s total covered compensation.  The contribution requirements of Plan members and the District are established and may be amended by Kentucky Retirement System’s Board of Trustees.  The wages subject to CERS in 2012 were $4,906,178.  The District’s contributions to CERS for the years ended June 30, 2012, 2011, and 2010 were $930,211 $842,602, and $822,123, and respectively.  The District’s contributions were equal to the required contribution for those years.

11 - Post-Employment Health Care Benefits


Retired Board employees receive some health care benefits depending on their length of service. In accordance with Kentucky Revised Statutes, these benefits are provided and advanced-funded on an actuarially determined basis through the CERS and the KTRS plans.

These amounts are included in the fund financial statements; however, the revenues and related expenditures are not budgeted amounts.  On-behalf payments were allocated to the general fund in the amount of $5,857,010, $191,113 to School Food Services, and $454,400 to debt service.

Insurance and risk related activities


The District is exposed to various forms of loss of assets associated with the risks of fire, personal liability, theft, vehicular accidents, errors and omissions, fiduciary responsibility, etc.  Each of these risk areas is covered through the purchase of commercial insurance.  
The District has purchased certain policies which are retrospectively rated which include workers' compensation insurance.  Premiums are accrued based on the ultimate cost of the experience to date of a group of entities.

Deficit operating/fund balances


There are no funds of the District that currently have a deficit fund balance.  However, the General Fund, the Special Revenue Fund the School Construction Fund, and School Food Services had operations that resulted in a current year deficit of expenditures and other financing uses over revenues and other financing sources resulting in a corresponding reduction of fund balance.

COBRA


Under COBRA, employers are mandated to notify terminated employees of available continuing insurance coverage.  Failure to comply with this requirement may put the District at risk for a substantial loss contingency.

16.
Save the Children Grant

During the year ended June 30, 2012, the District recognized revenue of $537,209 in relation to a grant from Save the Children.  These funds are to be used for designated purposes only and have specific disclosure requirements.  Continuation of the Save the Children grant programs is predicated upon the grantors’ satisfaction that the funds provided are being spent as intended and that all other grant requirements have been met.

Contracts

The District is obligated to one contract for construction of a new entrance to the high school.  Including change orders the contract could be approximately $960,000 by the time the road is complete. We have audited the financial statements of the governmental activities, the business-type activities, the aggregate discretely presented component units, each major fund, and the aggregate remaining fund information of the Clay County School District as of and for the year ended June 30, 2012, which collectively comprise the Clay County School District basic financial statements and have issued our report thereon dated November 14, 2012.  We conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of America and the standards applicable to financial audits contained in Government Auditing Standards, issued by the Comptroller General of the United States, and the audit requirements prescribed by the Kentucky State Committee for School Districts Audits in Appendix I to the Independent Auditor’s Contract – General Audit Requirements, Appendix II to the Independent Auditor’s Contract – State Audit Requirements, and Appendix III to the Independent Auditor’s Contract – Electronic Submission.
Internal Control Over Financial Reporting

Management of the Clay County School District  is responsible for establishing and maintaining effective internal control over financial reporting. In planning and performing our audit, we considered the Clay County School District’s internal control over financial reporting as a basis for designing our auditing procedures for the purpose of expressing our opinions on the basic financial statements, but not for the purpose of expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of the District’s internal control over financial recording.  Accordingly we do not express an opinion on the effectiveness of the Governmental Units internal control over financial reporting.

A deficiency in internal control exists when the design or operation of a control does not allow management or employees, in the normal course of performing their assigned functions, to prevent, or detect and correct misstatements on a timely basis.  A material weakness is a deficiency or a combination of deficiencies in internal control, that results in more than a remote likelihood that a material misstatement of the entity’s financial statements will not be prevented, or detected and corrected on a timely basis.  

Our consideration of internal control over financial reporting was for the limited purpose described in the first paragraph of this section and was not designed to identify all deficiencies in internal control that might be deficiencies, significant deficiencies, or material weaknesses and, therefore, there can be no assurance that all such deficiencies have been identified.  We did not identify any deficiencies in internal control over financial reporting that we consider to be material weakness, as defined above
We noted other matters involving the internal control over financial reporting that we have reported to the management of Clay County School District in a separate letter dated November 14, 2012.  

Compliance and Other Matters

As part of obtaining reasonable assurance about whether Clay County School District’s basic financial statements are free of material misstatement, we performed tests of its compliance with certain provisions of laws, regulations, contracts, and grant agreements, noncompliance with which could have a direct and material effect on the determination of financial statement amounts.  However, providing an opinion on compliance with those provisions was not an objective of our audit and, accordingly, we do not express such an opinion.  The results of our tests disclosed no instances of noncompliance that are required to be reported under Government Auditing Standards. In addition, the results of our tests disclosed no instances of material noncompliance of specific state statutes or regulations identified in Appendix II of the Independent Auditor’s Contract – State Audit Requirements. 
We noted certain immaterial instances of noncompliance that we have reported to management of the Clay County School District in a separate letter dated November 14, 2012.

Compliance

We have audited the compliance of Clay County School District with the types of compliance requirements described in the U.S. Office of Management and Budget (OMB) Circular A-133 Compliance Supplement that could have a direct and material effect on each of the District’s major federal programs for the year ended June 30, 2012.  The Clay County School District’s major federal programs are identified in the summary of auditor’s results section of the accompanying schedule of findings and questioned costs.  Compliance with the requirements of laws, regulations, contracts, and grants applicable to each of its major federal programs is the responsibility of Clay County School District’s management.  Our responsibility is to express an opinion on Clay County School District’s compliance based on our audit.

We conducted our audit of compliance in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of America; the standards applicable to financial audits contained in Government Auditing Standards, issued by the Comptroller General of the United States; OMB Circular A-133, Audits of States, Local Governments, and Non-Profit Organizations; and the audit requirements prescribed by the Kentucky State Committee for School District Audits in Appendix I to the Independent Auditor’s Contract – General Audit Requirements, Appendix II to the Independent Auditor’s Contract – State Audit Requirements, and Appendix III to the Independent Auditor’s Contract – Electronic Submission.  Those standards and OMB Circular A-133 require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether noncompliance with the types of compliance requirements referred to above that could have a direct and material effect on a major federal program occurred.  An audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidence about Clay County School District’s compliance with those requirements and performing such other procedures as we considered necessary in the circumstances.  We believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinion.  Our audit does not provide a legal determination on Clay County School District’s compliance with those requirements.

In our opinion, Clay County School District complied, in all material respects, with the types of compliance requirements that could have a direct and material effect on each of its major federal programs for the year ended June 30, 2012.

Internal Control Over Compliance

In planning and performing our audit, we considered Clay County School District’s internal control over compliance with requirements that could have a direct and material effect on a major federal program in order to determine our auditing procedures for the purpose of expressing our opinion on compliance, and to test and report on internal control over compliance in accordance with OMB Circular A-133 but not for the purpose of expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of internal control over compliance.  Accordingly, we do not express an opinion on the effectiveness of the Clay County School District’s internal control over compliance.
A deficiency in an entity’s internal control over compliance exists when the design or operation of a control does not allow management or employees, in the normal course of performing their assigned functions, to prevent or detect noncompliance with a type of compliance requirement of a federal program on a timely basis.  A material weakness in internal control is a deficiency, or combination of deficiencies, in internal control over compliance such that there is a reasonable possibility that material noncompliance with a type of compliance requirement of a federal program will not be prevented, or detected and corrected, on a timely basis.

Our consideration of internal control over compliance was for the limited purpose described in the first paragraph of this section and was not designed to identify all deficiencies in internal control that might be deficiencies, significant deficiencies, or material weaknesses and, therefore, there can be no assurance that all such deficiencies have been identified.  We did not identify any deficiencies in internal control over compliance material weaknesses as defined above.

Schedule of Expenditures of Federal Awards

We have audited the financial statements of the governmental activities, the business-type activities, each major fund, and the remaining fund information of Clay County School District as of and for the year ended June 30, 2012, and have issued our report thereon dated November 14, 2012.  Our audit was performed for the purpose of forming an opinion on those financial statements as a whole.  The accompanying schedule of expenditures of federal awards is presented for purposes of additional analysis as required by OMB Circular A-133 and is not a required part of the basic financial statements.  Such information is the responsibility of management and was derived from and relates directly to the underlying accounting and other records used to prepare the financial statements.  The information has been subjected to the auditing procedures applied in the audit of the basic financial statements and, in our opinion, is fairly stated, in all material respects, in relation to the basic financial statements taken as a whole.

MANAGEMENT LETTER COMMENTS

JUNE 30, 2012
GENERAL COMMENTS

Audit fieldwork commenced September 27, 2012.  Requested account analyses were available upon our arrival.

The finance department had information in very good condition, and all personnel were helpful in retrieving any additional information we needed while conducting our audit.  Segregation and accounting for the various fund groups appears to be consistent with guidelines established by the Department of Education and other funding agencies.

The State Board for Elementary and Secondary Education has a uniform program of accounting for school activity funds in Kentucky schools.  The uniform program is documented in a handbook entitled Accounting Procedures for Kentucky School Activity Funds (the Redbook).  Each school’s activity funds were reviewed in accordance with the Redbook.  Any findings have been documented as current year comments.

Follow-up on Prior Year Comments –School Activity Funds

Prior year comment:  During testing of school activity funds we noted the following general deficiencies in internal control. The individual schools where these issues were noted are listed:

1 Purchase orders were not noted for all purchases. The Redbook states that “To initiate a purchase, a purchase order (Form F-SA-7) shall be prepared and approved by the sponsor and principal before payment is obligated”.  Instances of this deficiency were noted at Paces Creek Elementary, Oneida Elementary, and Goose Rock Elementary.

2 Multiple Receipts Forms and Pre-numbered receipts were not used properly.  The Redbook states “Teachers/sponsors/students shall use the Multiple Receipt Form (Form F-SA-6) or pre-numbered receipts when collecting money. A copy of Form F-SA-6 or a copy of the pre-numbered receipt shall be retained by the teacher/sponsor and the original shall be given to the school treasurer. Instances of this deficiency were noted at Goose Rock Elementary, Manchester Elementary, Oneida Elementary, Paces Creek Elementary, Big Creek Elementary, Burning Springs Elementary, Hacker Elementary, and Clay County Middle School.
3 Ticket requisitions were either not present or improperly issued.   The Redbook states “The principal or school treasurer shall issue tickets to the person in charge of sales for each event using the Requisition and Report of Ticket Sales (Form F-SA-1).  The person in charge determines the number of tickets to be used, records the beginning ticket number, and signs the form.”  This deficiency was noted at Goose Rock Elementary, Oneida Elementary, Paces Creek Elementary, Big Creek Elementary, and Hacker Elementary.

Current year follow-up:  

1. We noted the issue had not been resolved.
2. We noted the issue had been resolved at Goose Rock Elementary, Manchester Elementary, Burning Springs Elementary, Hacker Elementary and Clay County Middle School.  The remaining schools had not resolved the issue.
3. We noted the issue had been resolved at Big Creek Elementary, and Goose Rock Elementary.  The remaining schools had not resolved the issue.
Current Year Comments –School Activity Funds

Current year comment:  During testing of school activity funds we noted the following general deficiencies in internal control. The individual schools where these issues were noted are listed:
1. Purchase orders were not noted for all purchases or were improperly executed. The Redbook states that “To initiate a purchase, a purchase order (Form F-SA-7) shall be prepared and approved by the sponsor and principal before payment is obligated”.  Instances of purchase orders dated after invoices were noted at Clay County High School, Oneida Elementary, Clay County Middle School, Goose Rock Elementary, and Burning Springs Elementary.  Instances of a failure to date the purchase order were noted at Paces Creek Elementary, Hacker Elementary, and Big Creek Elementary.  Instances of no purchase order were noted at and Hacker Elementary.
2. Multiple Receipts Forms and Pre-numbered receipts were not used properly.  The Redbook states “Teachers/sponsors/students shall use the Multiple Receipt Form (Form F-SA-6) or pre-numbered receipts when collecting money. A copy of Form F-SA-6 or a copy of the pre-numbered receipt shall be retained by the teacher/sponsor and the original shall be given to the school treasurer. Instances of this deficiency were noted at Paces Creek Elementary, Big Creek Elementary, and Hacker Elementary.

3. Ticket requisitions were either not present or improperly issued.   The Redbook states “The principal or school treasurer shall issue tickets to the person in charge of sales for each event using the Requisition and Report of Ticket Sales (Form F-SA-1).  The person in charge determines the number of tickets to be used, records the beginning ticket number, and signs the form.”  This deficiency was noted at Oneida Elementary, Paces Creek Elementary, and Big Creek Elementary.
4. Invoices were not always used or present or were not always approved by two individuals or improperly dated.  The Redbook states “The vendor invoice and/or the standard invoice must have the approval and signature of the principal and the faculty sponsor of the activity expending the monies before the payment process can be continued.”  This deficiency was noted at Oneida Elementary, Goose Rock Elementary, Burning Springs Elementary, and Paces Creek Elementary.  Instances of a failure to prepare an invoice were noted at Big Creek Elementary.  Failure to date the invoice was also noted at Big Creek Elementary.  
Board Response:
The Board sent employees to Redbook training during FYE June 30, 2012.  The
