INDEPENDENT AUDITOR’S REPORT

I have audited the accompanying financial statements of the governmental activities, the business-type activities, each major fund, and the aggregate remaining fund information of the Wolfe County Board of Education as of and for the year then ended June 30, 2012, which collectively comprise the Board’s basic financial statements as listed in the table of contents.  These financial statements are the responsibility of the Board’s management.  My responsibility is to express opinions on these financial statements based on my audit.

I conducted my audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of America, and the standards applicable to financial audits contained in Government Auditing Standards, issued by the Comptroller General of the United States; the provisions of Office of Management and Budget Circular A-133, Audits of States and Local Governments, and Non-Profit Organizations, and the audit requirements prescribed by the Kentucky State Committee for School District Audits in Appendix I, II, III and IV to the independent auditor’s contract.  Those standards require that I plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are free of material misstatement.  An audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidence supporting the amounts and disclosures in the financial statements.  An audit also includes assessing the accounting principles used and significant estimates made by management, as well as evaluating the overall financial statement presentation.  I believe that my audit provides a reasonable basis for my opinions.

In my opinion, the financial statements referred to previously present fairly, in all material respects, the respective financial position of the governmental activities, the business-type activities, each major fund, and the aggregate remaining fund information of the Board as of June 30, 2012 and the respective changes in financial position, and where applicable, cash flows thereof for the year then ended in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America.

In accordance with Government Auditing Standards, I have also issued my report dated October 29, 2012 on my consideration of Wolfe County Board of Education’s internal control over financial reporting and on my tests of its compliance with certain provisions of laws, regulations, contracts and grant agreements and other matters.  The purpose of that report is to describe the scope of my testing of internal control over financial reporting and compliance and the results of that testing, and not to provide an opinion on the internal control over financial reporting or on compliance.  That report is an integral part of an audit performed in accordance with Government Auditing Standards and should be considered in assessing the results of my audit.
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Accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America require that the

management’s discussion and analysis on pages 3 through 7 and budgetary comparison information on pages 35 and 36 be presented to supplement the basic financial statements.

Such information, although not a part of the basic financial statements, is required by the

Governmental Accounting Standards Board who considers it to be an essential part of 

financial reporting for placing the basic financial statements in an appropriate operational, economic, or historical context.  I have applied certain limited procedures to the required supplementary information in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of America, which consisted of inquiries of management about the methods of preparing the information and comparing the information for consistency with management’s responses to my inquiries, the basic financial statements, and other knowledge I obtained during my audit of the basic financial statements.  I do not express an opinion or provide any assurance on the information because the limited procedures do not provide me with sufficient evidence to express an opinion or provide any assurance.        

My audit was conducted for the purpose of forming opinions on the financial statements that collectively comprise the Board’s financial statements.  The combining statements for nonmajor governmental funds and fiduciary funds, the statement of receipts, disbursements, and due to student groups-Wolfe County High School are presented for purposes of additional analysis and are not a required part of the basic financial statements.   The combining statements for nonmajor funds and fiduciary funds, the statement of receipts, disbursements, and due to student groups-Wolfe County High School have been subjected to the auditing procedures applied in the audit of the basic financial statements and in my opinion, are fairly stated in all material respects in relation to the basic financial statements taken as a whole.  The accompanying schedule of expenditures of federal awards is presented for purpose of additional analysis as required by U.S. Office of Management and Budget Circular A-133, Audits of States, Local Governments, and Non-Profit Organizations, and is not a required part of the basic financial statements.  Such information is the responsibility of management and was derived from and relates directly to the underlying accounting and other records used to prepare the financial statements.  The information has been subjected to the auditing procedures applied in the audit of the financial statements and certain additional procedures, including comparing and reconciling such information directly to the underlying accounting and other records used to prepare the financial statements or to the financial statements themselves, and other additional procedures in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of America.  In my opinion, the combining statements for nonmajor governmental funds and fiduciary funds, the statement of receipts, disbursements, and due to student groups-Wolfe County High School  and the schedule of expenditures of federal awards, are fairly stated in all material respects in relation to the financial statements as a whole.

NOTE A – SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

REPORTING ENTITY

The Wolfe County Board of Education (Board), a five member group, is the level of government which has oversight responsibilities over all activities related to public elementary and secondary school education within the jurisdiction of the Wolfe County School District (District).  The Board receives funding from local, state and federal government sources and must comply with the commitment requirements of these funding source entities.  However, the Board is not included in any other governmental “reporting entity” as defined in Section 2100, Codification of Governmental Accounting and Financial Reporting Standards as Board members are elected by the public and have decision making authority, the power to designate management, the responsibility to develop policies which may influence operations, and primary accountability for fiscal matters.

The Board, for financial purposes, includes all of the funds and account groups relevant to the operation of the Wolfe County Board of Education.  The financial statements presented herein do not include funds of groups and organizations, which although associated with the school system, have not originated within the Board itself such as Band Boosters, Parent-Teacher Associations, etc.

The financial statements of the Board include those of separately administered organizations that are controlled by or dependent on the Board.  Control or dependence is determined on the basis of budget adoption, funding and appointment of the respective governing board.

Based on the foregoing criteria, the financial statements of the following organization are included in the accompanying financial statements:

Wolfe County Board of Education Finance Corporation (the Corporation) – the Wolfe County Board of Education has established the Wolfe County Board of Education Finance Corporation (a non-profit, non-stock, public and charitable corporation organized under the School Bond Act and KRS 273 and KRS Section 58.180) as an agency of the Board for financing the costs of school building facilities.  The Board Members of the Wolfe County Board of Education also comprise the Corporation’s Board of Directors.

Basis of Presentation

District-Wide Financial Statements – The statement of net assets and the statement of activities display information about the District as a whole.  These statements include the financial activities of the primary government, except for fiduciary funds.  The statements distinguish between those activities of the Board that are governmental and those that are considered business-type activities.

The district-wide statements are prepared using the economic resources measurement focus.  This is the same approach used in the preparation of the proprietary fund financial statements but differs from the manner in which governmental fund financial statements are prepared.  Governmental fund financial statements therefore include reconciliations with brief explanations to better identify the relationship between the district-wide statements and the statements for governmental funds.

The district-wide statement of activities presents a comparison between direct expenses and program revenues for each segment of the business-type activities of the District and for each function or program of the District’s governmental activities.  Direct expenses are those that are specifically associated with a service, program or department and are therefore clearly identifiable to a particular function.  Program revenues include charges paid by the recipient of the goods or services offered by the program and grants and contributions that are restricted to meeting the operational or capital requirements of a particular program.  Revenues that are not classified as program revenues are presented as general revenues of the District, with certain limited exceptions.  The comparison of direct expenses with program revenues identifies the extent to which each business segment or governmental function is self-financing or draws from the general revenues of the District.

Fund Financial Statements – Fund financial statements report detailed information about the District.  The focus of governmental and proprietary fund financial statements is on major funds rather than reporting funds by type.  Each major fund is presented in a separate column.  Nonmajor funds are aggregated and presented in a single column.  Fiduciary funds are reported by fund type.

The accounting and reporting treatment applied to a fund is determined by its measurement focus.  All governmental fund types are accounted for using a flow of current financial resources measurement focus.  The financial statements for governmental funds are a balance sheet, which generally includes only current assets and current liabilities, and a statement of revenues, expenditures and changes in fund balances, which reports on the changes in net total assets.  Proprietary funds and fiduciary funds are reported using the economic resources measurement focus.  The statement of cash flows provides information about how the District finances and meets the cash flow needs of its proprietary activities.

The District has the following funds:

I.          Governmental Fund Types
(A) The General Fund is the primary operating fund of the District.  It accounts for financial resources used for general types of operations.  This is a budgeted fund and any unrestricted fund balances are considered as resources available for use.  This is a major fund of the District.

(B) The Special Revenue Fund accounts for proceeds of specific revenue sources (other than expendable trusts or major capital projects) that are legally restricted to disbursements for specified purposes.  It includes federal financial programs where unused balances are returned to the grantor at the close of specified project periods as well as the state grant programs.  Project accounting is employed to maintain integrity for the various sources of funds.  The separate projects of federally-funded grant programs are identified in the Schedule of Expenditures of Federal Awards included in this report.  This is a major fund of the District.

(C) Capital Project Funds are used to account for financial resources to be used for the acquisition or construction of major capital facilities and equipment (other than those financed by Proprietary Funds).

1. The Support Education Excellence in Kentucky (SEEK) Capital Outlay Fund receives those funds designated by the state as Capital Outlay Funds and is restricted for use in financing projects identified in the district’s facility plan.

2. The Facility Support Program of Kentucky (FSPK) Fund accounts for funds generated by the building tax levy required to participate in the School Facilities Construction Commission’s construction funding and state matching funds, where applicable.  Funds may be used for projects identified in the district’s facility plan.

3. The Construction Fund includes Capital Projects Fund accounts for proceeds from sales of bonds and other revenues to be used for authorized construction and/or renovations.  
II. Debt Service Fund
The Debt Service Fund is used to account for the accumulation of resources for, and the            payment of, general long-term debt principal and interest and related cost; and, for the payment of interest on general obligation notes payable, as required by Kentucky Law.

III.        Proprietary Funds (Enterprise Fund)

1. The School Food Service Fund is used to account for school food service activities, 

       including the National School Lunch Program, which is conducted in cooperation with   

       the U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA).  This is a major fund for the District.   

IV.       Fiduciary Fund Type (Agency and Private Purpose Trust Funds)

1. The Agency Fund accounts for activities of student groups and other types of activities 

       requiring clearing accounts.  These funds are accounted for in accordance with 

       Uniform Program of Accounting for School Activity Funds.

Basis of Accounting

Basis of accounting determines when transactions are recorded in the financial records and reported on the financial statements.  District-wide financial statements are prepared using the accrual basis of accounting.  Governmental funds use the modified accrual basis of accounting.  Proprietary and fiduciary funds also use the accrual basis of accounting.

Revenues – Exchanges and Non-exchange Transactions – Revenues resulting from exchange transactions, in which each party receives essentially equal value, are recorded on the accrual basis when the exchange takes place.  On a modified accrual basis, revenues are recorded in the fiscal year in which the resources are measurable and available.  Available means that the resources will be collected within the current fiscal year or are expected to be collected soon enough thereafter to be used to pay liabilities of the current fiscal year.  For the District available means expected to be received within sixty days of the fiscal year-end.

Nonexchange transactions, in which the District receives value without directly giving equal value in return, include property taxes, grants, entitlements and donations.  On an accrual basis, revenue from property taxes is recognized in the fiscal year for which the taxes are levied.  Revenue from grants, entitlements and donations is recognized in the fiscal year in which all eligibility requirements have been satisfied.  Eligibility requirements include timing requirements, which specify the year when the resources are required to be used or the fiscal year when used is first permitted, matching requirements, in which the District must provide local resources to be used for a specified purpose, and expenditure requirements, in which the resources are provided to the District on a reimbursement basis.  On a modified accrual basis, revenues from nonexchange transactions must also be available before they can be recognized.

Deferred Revenue – Deferred revenue arises when assets are recognized before revenue recognition criteria have been satisfied.

Grants and entitlements received before the eligibility requirements are met are recorded as deferred revenue.

Expenses/Expenditures – On the accrual basis of accounting, expenses are recognized at the time they are incurred. The fair value of donated commodities used during the year is reported in the statement of revenues, expenses, and changes in net assets as an expense with a like amount reported as donated commodities revenue. 

The measurement focus of governmental fund accounting is on decreases in net financial resources (expenditures) rather than expenses. Expenditures are generally recognized in the accounting period in which the related fund liability is incurred, if measurable. Allocations of cost, such as depreciation, are not recognized in governmental funds.

Bond issue costs
Costs associated with the issuance of bond obligations, including fiscal and rating agency fees, paying agent fees, and attorney fees, are reported as expenditures in the governmental funds financial statements.  These costs are capitalized and amortized over the lives of the respective bonds on the government-wide financial statements.
Property Taxes

Property Tax Revenues – Property taxes are levied each September on the assessed value listed as of the prior January 1, for all real and personal property in the county. The billings are considered due upon receipt by the taxpayer; however, the actual date is based on a period ending 30 days after the tax bill mailing. Property taxes collected are recorded as revenues in the fiscal year for which they were levied. 

The property tax rates assessed for the year ended June 30, 2012 to finance the General Fund operations were $.339 per $100 valuation for real property, $.339 per $100 valuation for business personal property and $.459 per $100 valuation for motor vehicles.

The District levies a utility gross receipts license tax in the amount of 3% of the gross receipts derived from the furnishings, within the county, of telephonic and telegraphic communications services, cablevision services, electric power, water, and natural, artificial and mixed gas.

Fund Balance Classification Policies and Procedure
The board intends that accounting practices follow state and federal law and regulations and general accepted accounting policies.
Nonspendable Fund Balance

Amounts that cannot be spent because they are either not in a spendable form (such as inventories and prepaid amounts) or are legally or contractually required to be maintained intact will be classified as Nonspendable Fund Balance.
Restricted Fund Balance
Fund balance will be reported as restricted when constraints placed on the use of resources are either; (a) externally imposed by creditors, grantors, contributors, or laws or regulations or other governments; or (b) imposed by law through constitutional provisions or enabling legislation.  The
Board will use restricted amounts before unrestricted amounts when an expenditure is incurred for purposes for which both restricted and unrestricted fund balance is available.

Committed Fund Balance

Amounts that can only be used for specific purposes pursuant to constraints imposed by formal action of the Board of Education will be reported as committed fund balance.
Assigned Fund Balance

Amounts that have been assigned for a specific purpose by formal resolution of the Board of Education will be reported as assigned fund balance for a specific purpose.
Unassigned Fund Balance

Unassigned Fund Balance is the residual classification for the general fund.

When an expenditure is incurred for the purposes for which amounts in any of the unrestricted fund balance classification could be used, the funds will be first spent from committed, then assigned, and then finally unassigned

Capital Assets

General capital assets are those assets not specifically related to activities reported in the proprietary funds. These assets generally result from expenditures in the governmental funds. These assets are reported in the governmental activities column of the government-wide statement of net assets but are not reported in the fund financial statements. Capital assets utilized by the proprietary funds are reported both in the business-type activities column of the government-wide statement of net assets and in the respective funds.

All capital assets are capitalized at cost (or estimated historical cost) and updated for additions and retirements during the year. Donated fixed assets are recorded at their fair market values as of the date received. The District maintains a capitalization threshold of one thousand dollars with the exception of computers, digital cameras and real property for which there is no threshold. The District does not possess any infrastructure. Improvements are capitalized; the cost of, normal maintenance and repairs that do not add to the value of the asset or materially extend an asset’s life are not.

All reported capital assets are depreciated. Improvements are depreciated over the remaining useful lives of the related capital assets. Depreciation is computed using the straight-line method over the following useful lives for both general capital assets and proprietary fund assets:

Interfund Balances

On fund financial statements, receivables and payables resulting from short-term interfund loans are classified as “interfund receivables/payables”. These amounts are eliminated in the governmental and business-type activities columns of the statements of net assets, except for the net residual amounts due between governmental and business-type activities, which are presented as internal balances.

Accumulated Unpaid Sick Leave Benefits

Upon retirement from the school system, a certified employee will receive from the District an amount equal to 30% of the value of accumulated sick leave.

Sick leave benefits are accrued as a liability using the termination payment method. An accrual for earned sick leave is made to the extent that it is probable that the benefits will result in termination payments. The liability is based on the School District’s past experience of making termination payments.

The entire compensated absence liability is reported on the government-wide financial statements.

For governmental fund financial statements the current portion of unpaid accrued sick leave is the amount expected to be paid using expendable available resources. These amounts are recorded in the account “accumulated sick leave payable” in the general fund. The noncurrent portion of the liability is not reported.

Budgetary Process

Budgetary Basis of Accounting: The District’s budgetary process accounts for certain transactions on a basis other than Generally Accepted Accounting Principles (GAAP). The major differences between the budgetary basis and the GAAP basis are:

Revenues are recorded when received in cash (budgetary) as opposed to when susceptible to accrual (GAAP).

Expenditures are recorded when paid in cash (budgetary) as opposed to when susceptible to accrual (GAAP).

Once the budget is approved, it can be amended. Amendments are presented to the Board at their regular meetings. Per District policy, only amendments that aggregate greater than $50,000 require Board approval.  Such amendments are made before the fact, are reflected in the official minutes of the Board, and are not made after fiscal year-end as dictated by law.

Each budget is prepared and controlled by the treasurer at the revenue and expenditure function/object level. All budget appropriations lapse at year-end.

Cash and Cash Equivalents

The District considers demand deposits, money market funds, and other investments with an original maturity of 90 days or less, to be cash equivalents.

Inventories

On district-wide financial statements inventories are stated at cost and are expensed when used.

On fund financial statements inventories are stated at cost. The cost of inventory items is recorded as an expenditure in the governmental fund types when purchased.

The food service fund uses the specific identification method and the general fund uses the first-in, first-out method.

Prepaid Assets

Payments made that will benefit periods beyond June 30, 2012 are recorded as prepaid items using the consumption method.   Prepaid assets are only recorded if material to the financial statements.

Subsequent Events – Subsequent events were considered through October 29, 2012, which represents the date of my report.

Accrued Liabilities and Long-Term Obligations

All payables, accrued liabilities and long-term obligations are reported in the district-wide financial statements, and all payables, accrued liabilities and long-term obligations payable from proprietary funds are reported on the proprietary fund financial statements.

In general, payables and accrued liabilities that will be paid from governmental funds are reported on the governmental fund financial statements regardless of whether they will be liquidated with current resources. However, claims and judgments, the noncurrent portion of capital leases, accumulated sick leave, contractually required pension contributions and special termination benefits that will be paid from governmental funds are reported as a liability in the fund financial statements only to the extent that they will be paid with current, expendable, available financial resources. In general, payments made within sixty days after year-end are considered to have been made with current available financial resources. Bonds and other long-term obligations that will be paid from governmental funds are not recognized as a liability in the fund financial statements until due.

Fund Balance Reserves

The District reserves those portions of fund equity which are legally segregated for a specific future use or which do not represent available expendable resources and therefore are not available for appropriation or expenditure. Unreserved fund balance indicates that portion of fund equity which is available for appropriation in future periods. 

Net Assets

Net assets represent the difference between assets and liabilities. Net assets invested in capital assets, net of related debt consists of capital assets, net of accumulated depreciation, reduced by the outstanding balances of any borrowings used for the acquisition, construction or improvement of those assets. Net assets are reported as restricted when there are limitations imposed on their use either through the enabling legislation adopted by the District or through external restrictions imposed by creditors, grantors or laws or regulations of other governments.

Operating Revenues and Expenses

Operating revenues are those revenues that are generated directly from the primary activity of the proprietary funds. For the District, those revenues are primarily charges for meals provided by the various schools and collections for services such as child care and adult/community education courses.

Contributions of Capital

Contributions of capital in proprietary fund financial statements arise from outside contributions of fixed assets, or from grants or outside contributions of resources restricted to capital acquisition and construction.

Interfund Activity

Flows of cash or goods from one fund to another without a requirement for repayment are reported as interfund transfers. Interfund transfers are reported as other financing sources/uses in governmental funds and after nonoperating revenues/expenses in proprietary funds. Repayments from funds responsible for particular expenditures/expenses to the funds that initially paid for them are not presented on the financial statements.

Uses of Estimates 

The process of preparing financial statements in conformity with general accepted accounting principles of the United States of America requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect reported amounts of assets, liabilities, designated fund balances, and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the financial statements, and the reported amounts of revenues and expenditures during the reporting period.  Actual results could differ from those estimates.

Encumbrances

Encumbrances are not liabilities and therefore, are not recorded as expenditures until receipt of material or service.  For budgetary purposes, appropriations lapse at fiscal year-end and outstanding encumbrances at year-end are reappropriated in the next year.  Accordingly, no differences exist between actual results and the applicable budgetary data presented in the accompanying combined financial statements.

NOTE B – PROPERTY TAX CALENDER

NOTE C – CASH AND CASH EQUIVALENTS

At year-end, the carrying amount of the District’s total cash and cash equivalents was $1,565,283. Of the total cash balance, $250,000 was covered by Federal Depository insurance, with the remainder covered by collateral agreements and collateral held by the pledging banks’ trust departments in the District’s name. Cash equivalents are funds temporarily invested in securities with a maturity of 90 days or less.

NOTE E – LEASE OBLIGATIONS AND BONDED DEBT

Bonds

The amount shown in the accompanying financial statements as lease obligations represents the district’s future obligations to make lease payments relating to the bonds issued.

The district, through the General Fund, the Building Fund, and the SEEK Capital Outlay Fund  is obligated to make lease payments in amounts sufficient to satisfy debt service requirements on bonds issued to construct school facilities.  The district has an option to purchase the property under lease at any time by retiring the bonds then outstanding.

The District entered into “participation agreements” with the School Facility Construction Commission.  The Commission was created by the Kentucky General Assembly for the purpose of assisting local school districts in meeting school construction needs.  The table below sets forth the amount to be paid by the district and the Commission for each year until maturity of all bond issues.

The district issued $6,640,000 bonds in 2012 to partially refinance the 2004 series.

The bonds may be called prior to maturity and redemption premiums are specified in each issue.  Assuming no bonds are called prior to scheduled maturity, the minimum obligations of the district, including amounts to be paid by the Commission, at June 30, 2012, for debt service (principal and interest) are as follows:

NOTE I – RETIREMENT PLANS

Plan Description – The Wolfe County School District contributes to the Teachers’ Retirement System of Kentucky (KTRS), a cost sharing, multiple employer defined benefit pension plan.  KTRS administers retirement and disability annuities, and death and survivor benefits to employees and beneficiaries of employees of the public school systems and other public educational agencies in Kentucky.  KTRS requires that members of KTRS occupy a position requiring either a four (4) year college degree or certification by KDE.  Job classifications that permit experience to substitute for either of these requirements do not participate in KTRS.

KTRS was created by the 1938 General Assembly and is governed by Chapter 161 Section 220 through Chapter 161 Section 990 of the Kentucky Revised Statutes (KRS).  KTRS issues a publicly available financial report that includes financial statements and required supplementary information for the defined benefit pension plan.  That report can be obtained by writing to Kentucky Teachers’ Retirement System, 479 Versailles Road, Frankfort, KY  40601.

Funding Policy – Contribution rates are established by KRS.  Members who established an account in a state retirement system before July 2008 are required to contribute 10.355% of their salaries to KTRS.  Members after July 2008 contribute an additional 0.5%.  The Commonwealth of Kentucky is required to contribute 13.105% of salaries for members in a state retirement system before July 1, 2008 and 14.105% of salaries for members who started their account after July 1, 2008.  The federal program for any salaries paid by that program pays the matching contributions.

Medical Insurance Plan

Plan description – In addition to the pension benefits described above, KRS 161.675 requires KTRS to provide access to post-employment healthcare benefits to eligible members and dependents.  The KTRS Medical Insurance benefit is a cost-sharing multiple employer defined benefit plan.  Changes made to the medical plan may be made by the KTRS Board of Trustees, the Kentucky Department of Employee Insurance and the General Assembly.

To be eligible for medical benefits, the member must have retired either for service or disability.  The KTRS Medical Insurance Fund offers coverage to members under the age of 65 through the Kentucky Employees Health Plan administered by the Kentucky Department of Employee insurance.  Once retired members and eligible spouses attain age 65 and are Medicare eligible, coverage is obtained through the KTRS Medicare Eligible Health Plan.
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NOTE I – RETIREMENT PLANS (continued)

Funding policy – In order to fund the post-employment healthcare benefit, active member contributions are matched by the state at .75% of members’ gross salaries.  Those who became members before July 1, 2008 contribute 1.25% of salary to the plan.  Member contributions are 1.75% of salary for those who became members after July 1, 2008.  Also the premiums collected from retirees as described in the plan description and investment interest help meet the medical expenses of the plan.  Additionally, under the Shared Responsibility Plan, the local school district employers pay 0.5% of members’ salary for the 2011-2012 fiscal year.

Substantially all other employees (classified personnel) are covered under the County Employee’s Retirement System (CERS), a cost sharing multiple-employer, public employers retirement system.  Funding for the plan is provided through payroll withholdings of 5.00% for employees hired prior to September 1, 2008 and 6.00% for employees hired on or after September 1, 2008, and a district contribution of 16.93% of the employee’s total compensation subject to contribution for employees.

The district’s total payroll for the year was $8,249,148.  The payroll for employees covered under KTRS was $6,384,116 and for CERS was $1,902,378.

NOTE J – CONTINGENCIES

The district receives funding from federal, state, and local government agencies and private contributions.  These funds are to be used for designated purposes only.  For government agency grants, if the grantor’s review indicates that the funds have not been used for the intended purpose, the grantors may request a refund of monies advanced or refuse to reimburse the district for its disbursements.  The amount of such future refunds and unreimbursed disbursements, if any, is not expected to be significant.  Continuation of the district’s’ grant programs is predicated upon the grantor’s satisfaction that the funds provided are being spent as intended and the grantor’s intent to continue their programs.

NOTE K – INSURANCE AND RELATED ACTIVITIES

The district is exposed to various forms of loss of assets associated with the risks of fire, personal liability, theft, vehicular accidents, errors and omissions, fiduciary responsibility, etc.  Each of these risk areas are covered through the purchase of commercial insurance.  The district has purchased certain policies which are retrospectively rated which includes worker’s compensation insurance.
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NOTE L – RISK MANAGEMENT

The District is exposed to various risks of loss related to torts; theft of, damage to, and destruction of assets; errors and omissions; injuries to employees; and natural disasters.  To obtain insurance for workers’ compensation, errors and omissions, and general liability coverage, the District purchases various insurance policies, including participating in the Kentucky School Boards Insurance Trust Liability Insurance Fund.  These public entity risk pools operate as common risk management and insurance programs for all school districts and other tax supported educational agencies of Kentucky who are members of the Kentucky School Boards Association.  The district pays an annual premium to each fund for coverage.  Contributions to the Workers’ Compensation Fund are based on premium rates established by such fund in conjunction with the excess insurance carrier, subject to claims experience modifications and a

group discount amount.  Dividends may be declared, but are not payable until twenty-four (24) months after the expiration of the self-insurance term.  The Liability Insurance fund pays insurance premiums of the participating members established by the insurance carrier.  The Trust can terminate coverage if it is unable to obtain acceptable excess general liability coverage and for any reason by giving ninety (90) days notice.  In the event the Trust terminated coverage, any amount remaining in the Fund (after payment of operational and administrative costs and claims for which coverage was provided) would be returned to the member on a pro rata basis.

The District purchased unemployment insurance through the Kentucky School Boards Insurance Trust Unemployment Compensation Fund; however, risk has not been transferred to such fund.  In addition, the District continues to carry commercial insurance for all other risks of loss.  Settled claims resulting from these risks have not exceeded commercial insurance coverage in any of the past three fiscal years.

NOTE M – DEFICIT OPERATING/FUND BALANCES         
There are no funds of the District that currently have a deficit fund balance.  However, the following funds have operations that resulted in a current year deficit of revenues over expenditures (including other financing sources and uses, such as transfers) resulting in a corresponding reduction of fund balance/retained earnings.

NOTE N – COBRA

Under COBRA, employers are mandated to notify terminated employees of available continuing insurance coverage.  Failure to comply with this requirement may put the school district at risk for a substantial loss.  The state now uses a third party for health insurance COBRA compliance.

No one is monitoring the filing of the quarterly reports so the failure to comply was not known to anyone other than the person responsible for filing the reports.

Possible Effect:  The reports were not filed on time.  This would mean that any reports done by KDE to the federal agency would not have included Wolfe County’s data.

Recommendation:  I recommend a calendar of due dates be developed.  I also recommend a report be done each month of all the reports due that month, their due date, the date the report was filed and who filed the report.

Management’s Response:  A calendar of financial due dates will be developed and monitored to ensure that all reports are filed in a timely manner.  A more detailed report will be developed with each individual month’s financial due dates, date of completion, and person responsible for filing report to ensure timely submission of financial data.

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MANAGEMENT LETTER

Wolfe County Board of Education

I have audited the financial statements of the Wolfe County School District for the year ended June 30, 2012 and have issued my report thereon dated October 29, 2012.  As part of my audit, I made a study and evaluation of the District’s system of internal accounting control to the extent I considered necessary to evaluate the system as required by auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of America.  The purpose of my study and evaluation was to determine the nature, timing and extent of the auditing procedures necessary for expressing an opinion on the District’s financial statements.  My study and evaluation was more limited than would be necessary for expressing an opinion on the system of internal accounting control taken as a whole.

The management of the Wolfe County School District is responsible for establishing and maintaining a system of internal accounting control.  In fulfilling this responsibility, estimates and judgments by management are required to assess the expected benefits and related costs of control procedures.  The objectives of a system are to provide management with reasonable, but not absolute, assurance that assets are safeguarded against loss from unauthorized use or disposition, and that transactions are executed in accordance with management’s authorization and recorded properly to permit the preparation of financial statements in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles.

Because of inherent limitations in any system of internal accounting control, errors, or irregularities may nevertheless occur and not be detected.  Also, projections of any evaluation of the system to future periods is subject to the risk that procedures may become inadequate because of changes in conditions or that the degree of compliance with procedures may deteriorate.

My study and evaluation made for the limited purpose described in the first paragraph would not necessarily disclose all material weaknesses in the system of internal accounting control.  Accordingly, I do not express an opinion on the system of internal accounting control of the Wolfe County School District taken as a whole.  My study and evaluation disclosed no condition that I believe to be a material weakness.

CURRENT YEAR MANAGEMENT POINTS

2012-01

The District did not file the quarterly financial reports for its federal programs by their due date.

This is detailed in the Schedule of Findings and Questioned Costs.

Management’s Response:

A calendar of financial due dates will be developed and monitored to ensure that all reports are filed in a timely manner.  A more detailed report will be developed with each individual month’s financial due dates, date of completion, and person responsible for filing report to ensure timely submission of financial data.
2012-02
The District did not file one KTRS report on time.  I recommend a calendar of due dates be developed and monitor to assure timely filing of all reports.
Management’s Response:

A calendar of financial due dates will be developed and monitored to ensure that all reports are filed in a timely manner.
2012-03
The Food service director approved her own travel reimbursement.  I recommend another administrator approve the food service director’s travel reimbursement prior to payment being made.

Management’s Response:

All travel reimbursements will be approved by the District Travel Reimbursement Coordinator prior to processing payments.
2012-04
Testing disclosed visa cards were purchased in order to go to several different stores to purchase educational materials for the Jumpstart program.  There was a fee for the purchase of the cards.  Sales tax was paid on those purchases.  I recommend that purchases be made through the normal purchasing process.  This would eliminate paying a fee for the cards and paying sales tax inappropriately.

Management’s Response:

Staff members have been made aware that this is not an acceptable practice and the purchase of Visa gift cards is not to be repeated.  Purchasing procedures will be followed so that proper vendor recording can be maintained and unnecessary expenditures are avoided.
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WOLFE COUNTY HIGH SCHOOL

2012-05
According to the Red Book, “all money collected by a teacher/sponsor shall be given to the school treasurer on the day collected.”  Teachers are not turning in money timely.  Testing disclosed teachers turning in checks dated 4 to 6 weeks prior to the date turned in.  Teachers should be reminded to turn in money daily.  This is a repeat finding from last year.  In addition, the money collected from a softball game held on a Wednesday was not turned in until the following Monday.
Management’s Response:

WCHS will require that all check’s written and money collected is turned-in on the day or next business day of the transaction.  If the bookkeeper is not available the Principal will call the district finance officer to make the deposit.
2012-06
According to the Red Book, “amounts may be transferred between activity funds only by proper completion of a Transfer Form.  The sponsor of the remitting (paying) activity account and the principal shall sign the Transfer Form.”  Four out of fourteen transfer forms were not signed by the remitting sponsor.  Transfer forms should be completed and signed properly before a transfer is done.  This is a repeat finding from last year.
Management’s Response:

The Principal will be the final signature on account transfers.  The Principal will not provide the final signature until all of the signatures are evident including receiving sponsor and remitting sponsor. 
2012-07
Multiple Receipt Forms are not always being dated by the teacher or the treasurer.  All forms should be dated by the teacher when he/she turns the money into the treasurer.  The treasurer should date the forms when received from the teachers.

Management’s Response:

The Principal will double check multiple receipt forms.  The Principal and bookkeeper will make sure all signatures are in place.
2012-08
According to the Red Book, “to initiate a purchase, a Purchase Order shall be prepared and approved by the sponsor and principal before the payment is obligated.  Eight of twenty one purchase orders tested did not have the sponsor’s signature.  Sponsor’s should sign all purchase orders for purchases that will be charged to their club/activity.
Management’s Response:

The Principal will approve all purchases by requiring the purchase request to be signed by the sponsor before final approval is made by the Principal
2012-09
Testing disclosed two checks with only one signature.  There should be two signatures on all checks, the school treasurer and the principal or principal’s designee.

Management’s Response:

The Principal will be the final signature on checks and will not sign until the bookkeeper’s signature is in place.
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2012-10
According to the Red Book, “to initiate a purchase, a Purchase Order shall be prepared and approved by the sponsor and principal before the payment is obligated.  Testing disclosed 7 out 17 had invoice dates prior to the purchase order date.  Teachers should be reminded that purchase orders must be completed and approved prior to ordering or purchasing.  This is a repeat finding from last year.
Management’s Response

Purchase orders shall be prepared and approved by the sponsor and principal before payment is obligated.  Teachers have been reminded that purchase orders must be completed and approved prior to ordering or purchasing.  The school will comply with the findings and will make sure in the future all purchase orders are issued prior to the date of the purchase.
CAMPTON ELEMENTARY
2012-11
According to the Red Book, “teachers/sponsor/students shall use the Multiple Receipt Form or pre-numbered receipts when collecting money.  A copy of the Multiple Receipt Form or a copy of the pre-numbered receipt shall be retained by the teacher/sponsor and the original shall be given to the school treasurer.”  Teachers are not using Multiple Receipt Forms.  I recommend Teachers/sponsors shall use the Multiple Receipt Form when collecting money.  This is a repeat finding from last year.
Management’s Response:
The Principal will speak to teachers about their financial obligation and remind them about Redbook regulations.  Also, the school treasurer will make sure to pass out Multiple Receipt Forms to all teachers again.
2012-12
According to the Red Book, “all money collected by a teacher/sponsor shall be given to the school treasurer on the day collected.”  Testing disclosed that teachers are not always turning money in daily.  For example, money collected for spring pictures appear to have been collected over the period of a week, but turned in all at one time.  Teachers should be reminded to turn money in daily.
Management’s Response:

Principal will speak to teachers about their financial obligations and remind them of Redbook regulations.
2012-13
It was very difficult to find documentation for checks that were selected for testing.  I recommend that monthly folders be arranged by check number order.

Management’s Response:

Next year when preparing the monthly folders, they will be arranged by check number.
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RED RIVER ELEMENTARY
2012-14
The annual financial report is not reconciled with the bank accounts.  The interest income earned in December 2010 on the savings account was not recorded.  The monthly and annual financial reports should be reconciled with the bank accounts.  Interest income in the savings account of $2.29 needs to be recorded.  This is a repeat finding from last year. 
Management’s Response:

I was not aware this amount was not recorded nor of last year findings, I will attempt to go back and fix this. I wasn’t the book keeper during this time period. 

2012-15
According to the Red Book, “teachers/sponsor/students shall use the Multiple Receipt Form or pre-numbered receipts when collecting money.  A copy of the Multiple Receipt Form or a copy of the pre-numbered receipt shall be retained by the teacher/sponsor and the original shall be given to the school treasurer.”  Teachers are not using Multiple Receipt Forms.  I recommend Teachers be required to use the Multiple Receipt Form and turn into the bookkeeper at the time money is turned in. 

Management’s Response:
I had a misunderstanding of the correct use of the multiple receipt forms but will make a conscience effort to make sure the teachers use these from now on.  

2012-16
According to the Red Book, “to initiate a purchase, a Purchase Order shall be prepared and approved by the sponsor and principal before the payment is obligated.  Testing disclosed 7 out 19 had invoice dates prior to the purchase order date.  Teachers should be reminded that purchase orders must be completed and approved prior to ordering or purchasing.  

Management’s Response:

I really thought I was doing this correctly, however I will be more aware of this. Purchase orders will be pre-approve signed and dated before orders are placed/purchased.   
2012-17
During the year the school used the transfer form, but did not put the amount to be transferred.  The transfer form should have the amount to be transferred on the form with the activity accounts to be transferred to and from.

Management’s Response:

Will double check the forms to be sure all required information is included and all necessary signatures are present. 

2012-18
According to the Red Book, “District employees shall not be paid directly from school activity funds for extra duties and extra services.”  During the year the school paid an employee for baking cakes.  The Principal should not approve any payments to school district employees.
Management’s Response:

The person paid is not a full time employee; she is only a sub in the kitchen on occasion so I was not aware we were not permitted to pay her.

2012-19
During the year, the Principal approved a travel reimbursement for himself.  The Principal should have another Administrator approve any reimbursements to himself.

Management’s Response:

All reimbursement will be correctly approved by administration in the future. 

2012-20
Testing disclosed three checks with only one signature.  There should be two signatures on all checks, the school treasurer and the principal or principal’s designee.

Management’s Response:

All checks will be double checked to make sure they have both required signatures. 

2012-21
It was very difficult to find documentation for checks that were selected for testing.  I recommend that monthly folders be arranged by check number order.

Management’s Response:

Checks will be arranged by the check number numerically instead of the Purchase order number.

2012-22
According to the Red Book, “teachers/sponsor/students shall use the Multiple Receipt Form or pre-numbered receipts when collecting money.  A copy of the Multiple Receipt Form or a copy of the pre-numbered receipt shall be retained by the teacher/sponsor and the original shall be given to the school treasurer.”  Teachers are not using Multiple Receipt Forms.  I recommend Teachers be required to use the Multiple Receipt Form and turn into the bookkeeper at the time money is turned in. 
Management’s Response:

In the future, the Principal will make sure that in the event teachers or staff members take up money from students that they will complete the Multiple Receipt and be required to turn these forms into the bookkeeper.
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
