	· What changes would your districts like to see regarding the current KETS Instructional Device contracts? 

· Suggestions:  

· Consolidating the minimum technical standards to [Desktops, Laptops, Tablet PCs] -  Rather than have one for student, teachers and administrators, let’s just consolidate.  What would the bare bones hardware look like and the least we would accept?  There is some concern about the lack of cd-rom as a standard.  How does it affect pricing. Conclusion was recommended that we leave the cd-com on the configuration sheet as a standard with a note indicating that if there is no cd-rom included there was a option to add one.
· If it also noted that regions agreed that if minimum cost of a cd-rom ($25.00) then the districts didn’t would should be included.
· Warranty issues around 1 year vs 3 year
· Is there a considerable saving by going with the reduced years on warranty.  Jessica – some groups are providing their own support for their machines.  It is recommended that we continue to go with the 3 year warranty even though most machines usually will last approximately 5 years. The additional warranty can be purchased as needed.
· Considering the inclusion (or not) of consumer grade devices [perhaps these types of devices belong on a separate contract If funding is approved by the legislature?]  Question on collapsing the Tier for teachers and students into one single contract.  Is there value for having a separate contract for enterprise vs consumer grade equipment? Timeframe for contract expires June 30th) it is time for having conversations on how make this happen.
· IDU contracts, the funding request and what happens next If the funding request is approved and the money available to districts

· There is concerned that if they get the funding rather that put that money towards replacing there current workstations they would apply it towards purchasing new IPad or similar tablets.  Most do not encourage that option.  It was noted we need to make a decision surrounding what to do with the funds before legislation completes.  Some noted that they are going to push their legislators for workstations.
· Clayton noted that his region was glad to hear that KDE was looking at the specs and they looked at them but did not review specs in detail.
