	5. Contract Changes/Additions
	· KETS Printer Awards – 4 KETS contracts for printers were awarded, effective August 2013. The contract award information is included here: http://education.ky.gov/districts/tech/kpur/Pages/KETS-Printers.aspx 
· 2013/2014 contract renewals/expirations – There are 2 legacy printer contracts that expire at the end of September, their expiration has no impact on the newly awarded printer contracts. The current instructional device contracts expire on 6/30/2104, KDE/KIDS anticipates new contracts to be in place prior to the expiration. The KETS Server/Storage contracts expire in 2015 and have e-rate eligibility - KDE/KIDS anticipates new contracts to be in place prior to the expiration.
· Consumer vs. Enterprise Devices (Waivers) - 

· Devices that are not included in the vendor’s enterprise line of devices and are not covered under the current KETS technology standard for instructional devices do not require a waiver for procurement.

Supporting Reasons why a non KETS contract device may best suit a district’s needs:
· Devices whose primary usage is intended to be cloud based access of content and communication (removing or reducing the need for data storage on the device itself) 

· Devices which can be considered disposable, meaning the cost is low enough that replacement is more practical than repair when the device becomes damaged.  Generally devices with a < 3 year life span.
