[bookmark: _GoBack]Safe Schools and What’s New for Alternatives?

Q)	What is considered INSR? We have AEP in our high school...is that considered INSR?
A)	INSR is any district resolution in which student is removed from his/her normal educational environment as a short term resolution, i.e., ISAP, ISS, In School Detention, Alternative Classroom, Alternative Program within the district, etc…
	Yes, AEP would be considered an INSR.


Q)	We have a student who was expelled with services provided (done through our Alternative Center). While attending the Center, he was suspended for misbehavior. The resulting entries in IC behavior have caused an error to appear in our Safe Schools Report (W A04 overlapping state resolutions). Should we attempt to resolve this error, and, if so, how do we do so and correctly show the student was suspended while expelled?  To whom do we send an e-mail message for help with this issue? 
A)	The expulsion should be ended prior to start of the suspension and then a new expulsion record started after the end of the suspension.  For specific issues, email or call Windy Newton at 502-564-2116 or windy.newton@education.ky.gov to assist.


Q)	Are law and board violations now required for all data entry? Our resolution descriptions in IC are not uniform across the state and I'm not sure if the staff always picked a law or board violation unless a student was suspended.
A)	For 2012-13 Law or Board violation should have been entered on any State Resolution, SSP3, INSR, SSP1, SSP2, or SSP5.  A validation will be put in place with release E.1314, in which if an event is mapped to Board Violation or Law Violation and the user saves the record without specified selection a warning will be given.


Q)	SRC---explain again why we will see increase 
SRC---will info logged under Behavior Tab relating to attendances appear on SRC 
A)	There will be an increase in your School Report Card data from 2012-13 as compared to 2011-12 because of the following reasons:
ALL incidents of assault/violence, bullying/harassment, alcohol, drugs (including tobacco), weapons regardless of resolution, previous years only reported these incidents if the student was expelled or suspended as the resolution
Also, 2012-13 reporting will include all incidents that resulted in In-School Removal state resolution; previous years did not include this data.
The documentation purposes only behavior incidents, such as, attendance, court findings, etc…will not be reported on the school report card for 2012-13


Q)	Do before/after school detentions also have to have law/board violations?
A)	Yes, if the behavior event is mapped to Law or Board.  


Q)	Did you say the INSR in non-instructional time?
A)	No, INSR should be only be mapped to resolutions used during instructional time.  After School Detention, Before School Detention, Saturday School should not be mapped to INSR.




Q)	What about virtual classes outside of regular school hours?
A)	INSR is mapped to resolution, if an INSR resolution is selected for an event that happens in a virtual class, it will be reported to KDE.


Q)	We have a Home School Virtual program in our district...Is that considered Alternative?
A)	Yes


Q)	I'm confused. Is an in school removal classroom counted as an alternative program?
A)	Yes


Q)	What if a student goes to an off-site credit recovery program only one period/block a day, but for an entire 9 weeks? Not related to behavior issues, just academic.
A)	Yes, this will be considered alternative


Q)	If credit recovery program is held in another school 10 miles away, does it need it own number?
A)	Yes


Q)	If you have had an alternative school before do you use that school # to set it up again in IC?
A)	If you had a school number, and the school is still active in IC, then you can use that same number.  If the school is no longer active in IC, then you have to complete the school request form and note the school # previously used needs to be re-activated.


Q)	If we submit our calendar and receive approval then we have to add a school to track an alternative program do we need to resubmit our calendar? 
A)	When you submit the amended calendar, the calendar application will have had the alternative school added and it will then catch it. 


Q)	We have a separate Alternative School, I'm understanding that even though it is an Alt School, we still mark the course/section as alternative. Does the fact that they receive a regular high school diploma affect this?
A)	No, it does not.


Q)	If a student is placed in INSR for more than 10 days does that require an ILPA also even though it is in the building?
A)	Yes.


Q)	We have an A5 alternative school (not behavior) in our district with a school number that is for grades 9-12. There is also a preschool program in the same building and those students are in IC too because of the food service program. Will that cause a problem? We also have another alternative placement program due to behavior issues in the same building that serves 7-12. We have been keeping those students in their home school. Could we just add those students to that A5 school that already has a school number? 
A)	KDE is aware of the PS program in the same building and we exclude the preschool grades, it will not cause an Issue.  Yes add those students to the already existing A5 school in which they are actually receiving services.  

Q)	When you sent out the documentation on the Alternative Schools, will the Points of Contact get that as well?
A)	We have sent out some stuff already.  People who are receiving documentation already:  Safe Schools Coordinators, Alternative Program Contacts, KSIS Points of Contact, and DPPs.


Q)	On the off-site courses that still have a school number, do we still have to select a special type of alternative on the courses?
A)	Yes

Q)	If we have a program that we use just for a short-term alternative to being suspended, the student can go there for up to 10 days for that time.   If it is 10 days or less, do we need a school number for that place?
A)	No; as long as the facility is used for short-term placement only and students are not placed there for 10 or more consecutive days at a time, then a new school number is not required.
