SAAR

Q)	If the home/hospital teacher cannot instruct the home/hospital student for whatever reason at a time period during the H/H period, then they would have to be counted as absent (could possibly be excused or unexcused), correct?
A)	Regardless of why the Teacher does not go for that one hour visit, the student is still counted absent.


Q)	After the last day of instruction occurs, when is the best time to enter the enrollment end codes and end date? Does ending enrollments impact state reporting? If so, which reports? To rephrase the question, does all state reporting have to be completed before ending enrollments? 
A)	The only report that is affected is the “Health Report”.  It is due June 1st, so adding end dates after that report is due is best.


Q)	If a student is 5 ON October 1, do we get funding?
A)	Yes.  If a student turns the age of five on or before October 1st, they will count towards funding.


Q)	With the change last year in entrance age requirements (date of Oct. 1st changing to Aug. 1st in 2017-18), but parents could petition the Board to allow their child to enter school earlier than permitted. We have our procedure in place and have received some request. So, if they meet our requirements and the committee recommends that they be accepted and they fall within the underage categories we will not receive any funding for those students who have petitioned for earlier entrance?
A)	School boards are required to have a board policy to allow parents to request a waiver for their student to be admitted early into Kindergarten. Unfortunately state funds are not granted for early entry of children in kindergarten (SB 24). However, a process exists to grant full funds for accelerated placement of students who are at least five on or before October 1 but not yet six.

Q)	Is the waiver new?
A)	The waiver process is not new, but KDE has clarified some steps and provided more communication.


Q)	It is my understanding the underage waiver will not apply for homeschooled students?
A)	During the time that students are home schooled, grade placement is up to the parent.   If a parent brings a student who has been home schools to a public school to enroll, the school district should follow their board policy on how to place the student. 


Q)	OK...we have full day kindergarten....6 plus hours. If a K student attends 3 hours in a full day program we only get .25 seek funding whereas in a partial day they would get the full .50 seek funding. Is there a way to code our full day program so we can get the 50% funding if the students attend for 3 hours????
A)	Further discussion is needed at KDE.


Q)	Where can I find documentation on this?
A)	This will have to be written once a policy decision is made. 


Q)	Is a Kindergarten waiver needed for a child coming from another state (ex: Florida) that allow kids to start Kindergarten before age five?
A)	Kentucky has a state-to-state agreement with any other state.  If the starting age for another state is earlier than Kentucky’s age of five, then that student is accepted as a Kindergarten student here and waiver is not required. However, you will need to check the waiver checkbox on the enrollment to get SEEK funding. 


Q)	We have a Student who is Homebound, and they don’t have access to a computer at home, so we just withdrew them from a Computer Applications class, and made them a partial student or rather, a partial day student, is there any documentation needed for that?
[bookmark: _GoBack]A)	The first best solution is to check out a computer to the student to use at home so that he or she can complete their course.  If that is not an option, then the student may be enrolled for the rest of the year in another course or the district may determine that the student needs to be on a Partial Day.  The rules about Partial Day are spelled out in the KDE Pupil Attendance Manual  - http://education.ky.gov/districts/enrol/Documents/20122013PupilAttendanceManual%20FINAL.pdf .  The student can be in the HH attendance group and in the Partial Day attendance group simultaneously.  The law on Home and Hospital Attendance must still be followed and the student must still receive 2 separate one hour visits per week.
