Q)	Who in the district receives the email in May with the link to review ADM data?
A)	The DPP


Q)	When does the e-mail come?
A)	The middle of May


Q)	Has the IC District version of the At Risk ADM report been revised to match the State version- last year the district and state edition versions did not match.
A)	Yes, the report works as intended.


Q)	Student A is enrolled for 100 consecutive days (one enrollment) and is Free for the first 50 days, and paid for the last 50. What is his At Risk ADM?
Student B is enrolled for 50 days (free); then wd. later in the year reenrolls for 50 days (all paid). Two separate enrollments. What is his At Risk ADM?
A) For Student A: 100/177	
For Student B: 50/177


Q)	I thought if they were marked free at any time during the year, they were considered free all year long??
A)	They are considered free for the time of their enrollment.  Since student B has two enrollments the second enrollment would not count for At Risk. However, it is very unusual that a student would go from free to paid in the same school year. Be sure to check to make sure this is not a data entry problem and that the student just needs an eligibility record for the second enrollment.   

Q)	I don't think we can verify every enrollment. Would an ad hoc for comparisons help? 
A)	You likely wouldn’t need to check every enrollment. You should know what your number was from last year and if you unexpectedly changed drastically from that number then you would need to look into it in a more in depth way. You could build an ad hoc for comparison using the FRAM ad hoc parameter.

Q)	Should you be concerned about your enrolled days on the report match the attendance days?
A)	You will want to verify that your attendance days match your enrolled days
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
