School Health Data


Q)	Are districts allowed to choose what conditions that want considered as flagable, or is this something that is pushed down from the state?
A)	The District chooses this because they know what is on the Health record and what needs to be flagged for their 	students.

Q)	Our practice now is to use the blue EMT flag only on students with an Emergency Action Plan. Do you want us to use it on all students with a condition regardless if they have an EAP or not?
A)	Yes; the health condition should be in Infinite Campus.  Whether you flag it or not should be dependent on circumstance.  If you are trying to communicate something that could be life-threatening or that you need information quickly to address the issue.  Teachers and school staff need to be trained to look for the blue EMT sign for health information and not the medical flag used in the past.


Q)	Can the "flagable" conditions be added by a district administrator for all IC Users OR will staff at each school site have to add what can be "flagable"?
A)	It would have to be at a District level.  The District should be working with School Nurses and Health Coordinators to determine whether or not to flag a condition or individual student’s record.


Q)	I got on here late. Did I hear you say that Scoliosis checks for 6th and 8th grade students no longer have to be performed by us?
A)	That’s correct.  This has been in effect since July 1st, 2012.


Q)	So we need to go into condition list and mark flagable on what we think needs to be?
Then when we put the individual student in, we mark it or not?
A)	Yes; following the instructions and watching the video on Campus Community will help clarify on how to 	approach it


Q)	To clarify if a parent states the child has a food allergy but we have no doctor's statement; should we use the blue paramedic flag?
A)	I would get the parents on the phone and ask them what food allergies the student has and indicate appropriately in IC, including what happens to the student when they come into contact with allergens.


Q)	Am I correct in saying that you can use the medical flag for a Student in a non-health condition way? (Ex:  “Should wear his glasses)
A)	Yes; there should be a way to communicate with a Teacher regarding non-medical conditions


Q)	On Health conditions, when you said put the status non-resolved when it is ongoing rolled from year to year, if it is marked resolved, will it not roll to the next year?  Does End-dating have anything to do with it?
[bookmark: _GoBack]A)	No; if you want the record to show up next year, it needs to have a status of “Non-resolved.”  End-dating is for the flag on the Student Information tab.  Clarification: Health Conditions are attached to the student and remain a part of their record from year to year regardless of status or end-date.  A health condition should only be end-dated if it is determined to be resolved and will no longer require any type of services or alerts to district personnel.  If a health condition is end-dated during the school year, it will be counted on the health condition summary for that year; but not in any succeeding year.
