Q)	How can you composite grading from course to course? Grading only happens within a course as far as I know.
A)	Grades from prior terms must be manually entered as a grade in the last term., Composite grading can then be set up.


Q)	If you put in a generic sub, won't that cause an error in the LEAD report?
A)	The substitute’s name and SSN should be entered in Infinite Campus.  You do not have to give them access to Infinite Campus just because they are listed as the primary teacher.   Contact Cindy Godsey Cindy.Godsey@ky.gov for additional information.


Q)	Would KYVL be included?
A)	Highly-Qualified is not applicable for online instruction.


Q)	In an elementary schedule for a kindergarten class we would set up the self-contained and then also set up Reading, Language, Math, PE, etc and list that self-contained teacher as the Primary Teacher and marked them HQ...Is this correct?
A)	Yes, if the kindergarten teacher is teaching all of the subjects.  If they are being pulled out of the kindergarten class, the teacher actually teaching the subject should be the Primary Teacher. 


Q)	Will the teachers have to take attendance in both Periods so that there will not be a gap in the student’s attendance?
A)	If the self- contained or homeroom class is scheduled into all periods, attendance is only taken once a day in the elementary school 


Q)	Are you just wanting to track elementary reading and math? Do we have to track things that are integrated such as health, practical living, etc.? 
A)	 All subjects are being monitored.


Q)	If using an online self-paced product like A+ for credit recovery do separate sections need to be created as an alternative classroom and assigned a HQ teacher?
A)	Highly-Qualified is not applicable for Online instruction.


Q)	So, why do we have period 2?
A)	It is optional, but is a recommendation that allows you to sort report cards by homeroom.


Q)	This year we stopped putting grades into IC for grades K-3. Therefore, these students will not have a composite grade in IC. Is this a problem?
A)	No.


Q)	So we can leave it as one period for elementary, right?
A)	Yes.


Q)	I have one course set up for my Kindergarten, 1st, and 2nd grade since they use standards based grading.  All standards are tied to that course.  They show that they teach reading, math, and science, but also have a course in there where teachers are doing the standards based grading, they only have to go to one course and filter down and do all their grading in that course.  Since you are pulling how these kids are doing, do I have to break all those standards down, where all my math standards are on my math course, and all my reading standards are with my reading course?
