PROTECT PRIVACY

With one year closing and another rounding the corner, we need to remind ourselves of the need to protect privacy — yours as well
as student and staff data.

There are a few things to keep in mind:
1. Make your log-in/password unique for work/school.

2. Use only your own unique log-in, and don't share log-in information with others even to allow a co-
worker access to a program. Log-ins, roles and permission settings are meant to be private because
users are allowed to access resources specific to their jobs and needs.

3. Keep your log-in and password in a secure location where others won't see it.
4. Lock your computer when you leave it, or just log off.

While these four tips seem common knowledge, we have all had an occasion when we thought, "Well,
my friend needs to see this data, and her log-in won't work right now. I will just give her mine." This is
actually a potential violation of federal law because the rights you have to see certain student/staff infor-
mation may not be the same for your friend for reasons determined by your school district. Privacy and data security are vital to the
trust parents and personnel put into each of our hands.

The Continuous Instructional Improvement System (CIITS) provides student data and teaching
resources directly to teachers and principals when and where they most need it. Learn more here. Key Performance
Indicators (KPIs) numbers are calculated from current enrollment; however, prior year data continues to be available,
even after rollover to the new academic year.
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
