2014 Southeastern States Pupil Transportation Conference (SESPTC) 
Buster Bynum Education Scholarship 
Application deadline is May 1, 2014
The Southeastern States Pupil Transportation Conference (SESPTC) is a Virginia non-profit corporation created over sixty-three years ago to host an annual conference focused on educating student transportation professionals working in the southeast.
This year the SESPTC Board has approved the award of one $2,500 scholarship to a deserving student in each of the fourteen southeastern states.  The scholarship funds must be used to cover education expenses at a postsecondary educational institution and will be paid to the institution in support of a student’s 2014-2015 school year expenses. 

To qualify, a parent/guardian family must have a gross taxable income less than $75,000 for each of the past five tax years.  A parent/guardian of the student must have been actively employed in public school transportation for the past five years.  A student qualifies by graduating from a public high school and then attending a postsecondary educational institution in 2014.  The $2,500 scholarship can be used for any part of the student’s 2014-2015 school year tuition, books or fees.
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
