Possible Scenarios under Early Graduation
Student A
Student A has already taken English 1 and Algebra 1 and met benchmark in middle school. He took the EOC exams at the end of the course.
 On his entry into high school Student A and his parents meet with the guidance counselor to discuss the Early Graduation pathway so their son can graduate as a sophomore. The district has already created an Early Graduation Committee and developed baseline criteria to review student suitability for the pathway. Student A meets the district criteria which includes scoring in the top percentile of the class in EXPLORE, being identified as Gifted and Talented and has grades that demonstrate a record of growth. Student A wants to go into medicine and has consistently expressed this wish through middle school. The parents have contacted the University of Kentucky and spoken to undergraduate admissions regarding requirements for a pre-med track. UK requires students applying for undergraduate admission meet the ACT college readiness benchmarks to have at least 6 semesters of high school work and for pre-med students to have taken Chemistry and Physics in high school. The University of Kentucky also has pre-college requirements including two years of a world language, which the student will take care of before junior year.
Based on those discussions, Student A applies for Early Graduation with a graduation date as a junior. The family chooses to have the student take the ACT before high school to see how close the scores are to CCR. The student will also take the ACT as a sophomore with the school administration of the test.
The school creates a schedule around the needs of Student A which include him taking English 2 and Algebra 2 as a freshman and taking the EOC exams. Since Student A is on the Early Graduation pathway, he can take courses geared toward his interests, which include Health and PE, Art and AP Psychology. Junior year, Student A takes an online course in medical terminology, although he does not get high school or college credit- the student feels that taking the course has made him more prepared for college. Student A graduates and applies the 4 years of KEES money and the Early Graduation Certificate (scholarship) to his first year tuition. He chooses to live at home the first two years of UK to focus on studying. 
Student B and B1
Students B and B1 are twins. They move to Kentucky from Iowa their ninth grade year. They are not aware of Early Graduation until halfway through freshman year. Both students are interested in the idea of graduating high school early so they arrange a meeting with the counselor and their parents to discuss the option. Student B has a record of strong grades and performing at high levels and is involved in many extracurricular activities. Student B1 has average test scores and expresses the desire that he does not like school, his grades are inconsistent.  After several conversations, both B and B1 are put into Early Graduation beginning in their sophomore year. Student B completes the requirements by the end of junior year, graduates and moves onto community college. Student B1 has grades in his Algebra 2 and English 2 class in the C and D range. The counselor, mid-year, reassesses the likelihood of B1 being able to pass the EOC or be college ready in two years. B1 withdraws from EG and is placed back on the regular track for graduation, with an emphasis on a rigorous and relevant CTE program of study that aligns to his career aspirations.  He graduates as a senior and meets the academic and technical benchmarks needed to make a smooth transition from high school to the workforce and further training.
Student C
Student C, a sophomore, is eager to get out of high school as soon as she can. Student C, although a gifted student, has been placed in an alternative setting for the remainder of the year. She meets with her counselor to see if she can complete Early Graduation. The issues that affected her move to alternative were social-emotional, not academic and she has a history of scoring in high ranges on standardized tests. Her grades were inconsistent but after interviewing her teachers from freshman year, they made the recommendation that she was capable, and having a goal would increase her chances of success. The counselor meets with the parents and Student C and she is entered into Early Graduation while remaining in the alternative setting. As the year progresses and she continues to do well, she is invited to the weekly study sessions after school by the classroom instructor and she moves from alternative to classroom setting the second semester. She completes the criteria for Early Graduation as a junior and goes onto community college with the goal of a nursing degree.
Student D

Student D is a talented soccer player. In freshman year of high school she decides to apply for Early Graduation. During the discussion with her parents and counselor, she changes her mind. While her scores and abilities met the baseline criteria for applying, it was the discussion around college that changed her mind. By leaving high school early as a junior, she wouldn’t have that final year to fully grow and develop as a player, demonstrate leadership skills or be recruited as a senior or be eligible
for scholarships. They came to the realization that leaving high school early might allow her to complete her academics in two years, but that final year was needed to develop her as a student athlete. 

Student E
[bookmark: _GoBack]Student E heard about Early Graduation and against the advice of the counselors and Early Graduation Committee entered the program as a junior. Student E had not demonstrated steady growth in any subject and his test scores were below county and state averages. The counselors placed the student in two EOC courses the first semester and closely monitored grades and performance. By the end of the first quarter, it was clear that the student was not going to pass the classes nor would he likely pass the EOC exams. The student was put on prohibition with assigned study sessions with successful students several times a week. The student did not attend any study session and was absent without an excuse a full week before the EOC exam. Counselors notified the student and parents that his schedule would be changed and if he did not meet benchmark on the EOC exams he would be removed from Early Graduation. The parents responded in writing they agreed. The student did not meet benchmarks and was returned to the regular junior schedule.
