Exploring Careers through the ILP
Below are step-by-step instructions for career exploration through the ILP. These steps should be done over several sessions to allow students to fully engage in the process.  Suggested follow-up discussions and assignments are listed below. 
1. Explore Careers


2. Have students type in a career that interests them In the white bar at the top and click Go!
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3. The next screen will list a variety of careers that match their selection.

Ie.  When a student types in “teacher” they will see a list of options. Have them scroll down the list and click on a position title that particularly interests them.

5. As a culminating assignment students could:

· Present what they learned about their chosen career  with classmates, or at a parent meeting

· Create a brochure of different jobs that are listed under their career choice

· Conduct a career fair where each student represents their chosen career and other classes rotate through with instructions to interview 3 students about their careers and submit notes to the teacher.

 Follow-up class discussions should include:

· the impact that course selection could have on future career plans

·  the impact that  grades in both middle school and high school could have on future postsecondary and career options

· the impact that decisions about extra- curricular activities could have on future plans
