	Lesson Plan Details

	Resources/ Materials:

This is a follow-up lesson which students will do once they have completed the “career selector” survey section of the ILP

Students choose three saved careers to explore and evaluate in more detail.
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They then read the information online to evaluate their post-secondary option. 


	Procedures:

Students will use the “At a Glance” Section of the ILP website, read the information provided regarding careers of interest, and summarize the information using  a compare/contrast matrix to evaluate the career possibilities.

Sort information on post-secondary options from multiple sources with visual support with a partner

Identify important information (e.g., by printing and highlighting) on post-secondary options from multiple sources with visual support with a partner.
Summarized and Categorize (e.g. best, maybe, unlikely) post-secondary options from multiple sources using illustrated graphic organizers

Make judgments about post-secondary options from multiple sources using illustrated graphic organizers (e.g., Best, maybe, unlikely)
Draw conclusions on post-secondary options from claims in multiple sources of information by summarizing information in paragraph form
· Teacher or Peer Partner may assist student in navigate the ILP website, including the “career selector” survey and the “At A Glance” section. Peer Partner or Teacher may engage student in discussion/share observations while student is providing responses.

· Teacher will provide cue cards for the student containing definitions of “compare” and “contrast” along with examples.

· If student has difficulty with writing, student and Peer Partner can fill out “sentence frame” together. Or, allow the student to dictate the sentence frame into a tape recorder, smart phone, or computer voice dictation system software.

· Teacher will examine the readability level of the printed/online materials to ensure that it matches the student’s instructional or independent reading level or lexile.

· For students with difficulty in reading, the school librarian can be a helpful resource in selecting research materials for careers of interest that are at the student’s instructional or independent reading level.

· Teacher may provide a screen-reader software program for the student or ensure reading support or online materials by providing a peer partner to read material with/to the student.

· Teacher can model activity of filling out the chart using an overhead projector by doing two examples of careers that the teacher has preselected  (see p. 3 of lesson plan)

· Peer partner can assist student in filling out his/her chart and sentence frame.
· Reflection Activity: Peer partner can assist student in selecting 3 important similarities and 3 differences (i.e. comparing and contrasting) observed in the student’s selected careers of interest. The student will then share/discuss these findings in his/her small group.
· Alternate Activity/Extension-Student can make a poster or collage comparing/contrasting elements of the careers of interest (with or without assistance of a peer partner)

	Assessment

At each level of English proficiency, students will provide a product which will allow the teacher to formally assess the students.

	Reflection
