	Differentiation

· Teacher or peer partner can assist/guide student in navigating the components of the ILP (Career Interest Surveys, “My Skills”, etc.)

· Teacher or peer partner can consult with student on the Art form student might be most interested in (ex:  Music, Dance, Drama/Theatre, Visual Arts, etc). After brainstorming, student can select one-two careers that they are most interested in and educational/skills requirements for that career.

· Peer partner can help student bookmark sections of the “Occupational Outlook Handbook” and selected trade journals that relate to the student’s selected career(s) of interest. Sticky notes or post-it flags can be helpful.

· Guidance Counselor may be able to help student by providing some brochures for schools in which the Art form can be studied. Together, student and counselor can talk about/brainstorm which schools might be the best match for the student in considering location, tuition, campus size, etc.
· For students with difficulty in reading, the school librarian can also be a valuable resource for finding additional research resources/materials on the career of interest that are on the student’s instructional or independent reading level.

· In reporting findings to class, allow alternative formats such as posters (using markers and pictures from magazines/brochures) or a Power Point slide show. Encourage student to present 3-5 talking points about their selected career and 3-5 talking points about a school of interest where the student could study the preferred Art form.
· For students who have difficulty writing, allow the student to dictate his/her thoughts/ideas about the preferred career into a tape recorder, Smart Phone, or Computerized Voice-Dictation System/Software. (Peer partner or teacher assistant could then transcribe these reflections into the “My Journal” section of the ILP if teacher desires a written reflection component to the lesson.)
