	Procedures:

· Students will be provided a list of possible ideas/topics for an essay that could be submitted for college admissions and/or scholarship applications. 

· Provide time for students to read the list and circle their top 5 choices. 

· Group students according to their top 1st. 2nd, or 3rd choices. 

· Small groups discuss their choices and how they would respond to the questions, as well as share personal experiences that could be included in the response. 

· Students will take the brainstorming thoughts from their group work and will draft a written response to the essay question. 

· Students will return to their small groups and read (or share copies for others to read) their essay to their peer group.  Group members will suggest revisions to the essay. 

· Students will produce their final copy of their essay to the their teacher for feedback.  

· Students will store an electronic copy of their essay in their ILP. 
 

	Differentiation

· After providing class with a list of possible topics/ideas for a college essay, allow student to discuss a few of them with teacher or peer partner before breaking into small group for further brainstorming. Teacher or peer partner can guide student while selecting topics of interest.

· During small group brainstorming session, allow student to dictate his or her thoughts/ideas into a tape recorder, Smart Phone, or computer voice-dictation system/software. Student can use this tool later to recall his/her thoughts as he/she is drafting their essay.

· For students having significant difficulty with writing, allow the student to dictate his/her essay into a tape recorder, Smart Phone, or computer voice-dictation system/software.

· Allow student to use assistive technology such as a spell-checker device or computerized editing software program if student has significant difficulty with written mechanics or spelling.

· Teacher or peer partner can provide student in with constructive suggestions in regard to idea-development, organization, structure, and/or written mechanics as student proceeds through revising drafts of his /her essay.

· For students with substantial difficulty in writing, allow the student to orally present his/her essay in a videotaped recording.  Encourage student to be creative in using props or visual aids to support the points in their essay.

· Teacher or peer partner can assist student in storing the electronic copy of the essay in their ILP.

· Reflection Piece-Teacher may want to conduct one or two sample role-playing sessions in front of the whole class for everyone (but especially for the target student) to observe prior to breaking into small groups for practice. This will give the target student some idea of exactly what the teacher is expecting.  

· Reflection Piece-If available online or on CD/videotape, teacher may want to play some visual examples of Scholarship Committee Member or College Admissions Officer providing constructive feedback to a student on his or her essay.

· Reflection Piece-Before asking student to role-play in front of the class, allow student to practice in a small group or with a peer partner.
