Click on the blue Goals & Plans button and select Career Planning Activities from the submenu.

Step 1. From the “Please select” drop down Career Planning activity menu in the center of the screen, highlight and click on “Other”.
Step 2. In the Title/Organization field enter “Operation Preparation”.

Step 3. Fill in the start and end dates (month and year) for that activity.

Step 4. In the Description area on the page, record the name of the person from your community from whom you received college and career advice, what you learned from that person, identify any specific skills the person suggested to you would be important for that career,  the names of any schools or programs the person recommended to help you gain the training and skills for that career area, and any other important information the person shared with you that you think will be helpful to you in pursing that type of career opportunity.

Step 5. Attach any related files or copies of helpful information that your community advisor may have shared with you during your Operation Preparation advising session by clicking on the blue Attach File link.

Step 6. Click the gray Save button. The activity will then be listed at the bottom of the page. 

Step 7. Continue to update or add other career planning and exploration activities you have completed recently or may be planning to do soon.
