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School Plan for Parent ILP Access

Schools need a plan.  Once parents understand they can have access to their children’s ILP, schools need to be prepared to provide this information to the parents.

1. Develop a school/district policy for dispensing parent ILP access information
2. Make sure office staff is trained in using the ILP School Tool so that they can easily look up parent access information then call or email that information to parents
3. Plan to dispense ILP access information in large group settings, open houses, or by mail, to alleviate continuous parent contact to school office

4. Send home reminders and ILP information so parents know what to be reviewing with their children
5. Conduct Parent ILP Orientation presentation to explain how and why the ILP available to them and their students. (presentation and script included in the ILP Parent Toolkit)

Being proactive and preparing for the parent questions and inquiries will reduce the amount of parent contact to school office or teacher.
