HOW YOU CAN GET INVOLVED





A community-based, one-on-one, college/career readiness advising month targeting every 8th- and 10th- grade public school student in Kentucky


Using the student’s career interest inventory, Individual Learning Plan (ILP) and EXPLORE/ PLAN results, a trained volunteer advisor will discuss with the student:


The student’s career aspirations and required education/training


Whether the student is on target to meet their goals


Whether the student is taking the courses recommended to prepare them for their future


Each session will last approximately 20-minutes


After the session, parents will receive information on how they can continue to support their student on the path to college/career readiness





Kentucky is committed to ensuring that every student is college/career ready by the time they graduate from high school. Advising is an important strategy to reach this goal. Yet, in Kentucky, school counselors face an average 450:1 student to counselor ratio, presenting challenges for establishing effective advising programs.  


Operation Preparation will focus attention on the importance of planning for college and/or career by engaging students, parents, schools and communities in the process of effective advising.
