Check “State-Funded at risk” on preschool Tab Note: this tab will read, “Up to 150% of the Fed. Poverty” until the release in Fall 2015).  











Check to see if the child shows up in the detail report with “1” in the At-risk 4s column.  If a child is both at risk and with a disability, he/she will appear only in disability column.











The child must be 4 years old on or before August 1.





1. Grade 99 at- risk Up to 160% of poverty. Calculate the child’s grade by how old they are on August 1.  Note: The change in eligibility, from 150% to 160% of the Federal Poverty 








An at-risk 4 year old may attend preschool as at risk for only one year, next year he/she must attend kindergarten.








Note: the eligibility for kindergarten remains October 1st until the 2017-18 school year. 





The preschool detailed report will show the disability category and over income/other boxes checked, but not at-risk even if that box is checked.  


For a child in grade 99 with disabilities, also chose one of the income categories “at risk” or “over income”.  





Check “Disabled State Fund”. The other boxes may be checked are State-Funded at risk (Up to 160% of poverty), Over Income, Head Start enhanced (see Head Start section).  





Enroll the child at the beginning of the school year.  





2. Grade 99 with disabilities with an IEP that was written in the previous year





No preschool tab is necessary during interventions.  Until the child is eligible as a preschooler with a disability, he/she will not be counted for funding purposes.








If the child does not qualify for special education services, the district may end at the child’s enrollment using the C01 code.  





3. Grade 99 failed screening and /or suspect disability not at-risk (over income).





Enroll the child in the preschool program. The child may be enrolled as enrollment type N if interventions are provided outside of school, or P if the child is in the classroom for interventions. Provide KSI/RTI interventions.  





If the child is eligible, end date the original enrollment using the W01 code and reenroll the child using the R01 code using the date of the IEP or soon afterwards.  Also, change the start date on the preschool tab to also reflect the new enrollment date and delete additional preschool tabs.  Children should have one preschool tab.

Child in Grade 97 has his/her 3rd birthday after August 1st.  The child was 2 years old on Aug. 1.








If “home” is checked, the child will only count for IDEA (Part B) funding, not preschool state funds. Head Start children with disabilities may receive IDEA funds.  They do not receive preschool state funds and do not count for funding (see below).








6. “Other” children served in grade 99, 98 and 97 (no disabilities)





This child is eligible for IDEA (Part B) funds but not state-funds for preschool services.  This is a possible option for a child in a child care center with disabilities or in Head Start receiving special education services. NOTE: this child must be evaluated using the Continuous Assessment Instrument in all content areas as per OSEP requirements.





Do not fill out the preschool tab for this child.  





This is a child who is receiving only special ed services, no preschool classroom services.  He/she is brought to the school for intervention, or a district person goes to a home or other setting to provide services.








5. Grade 99, 98 and 97 with disability.  Enrollment Type “N” special ed only.





Child in Grade 98 was 3 years old on or before August 1st.








The preschool tab should have “disabled state-fund” checked. For 4s in grade 99 also check their income level – over income or at risk Head Start Enhanced may be checked if the child is receiving Head Start enhanced funds.








If the IEP was created this current school year, the IEP date must match the enrollment.








4. Grade 99, 98 and 97 with disability, IEP created during the current school year.  Child is served in the preschool classroom.  Enrollment Type “P”





Districts may serve other preschool children as space is available.  Possible enrollees include over income children, English Learners, universal prek (all 4s), tuition, etc. 





Fill out the preschool tab and check Over Income or Other. 





These children are not eligible state-funds and may be supported by funding such as tuition, Title I, district general funds, Flexible Focus Funds, grants etc.  They will show up in the preschool count but they are not counted for funding purposes.

These children will not be counted for preschool funding and will not show up in the enrollment counts for state-funded preschool children.





Mark the preschool type as “Head Start”. Do not mark other items such as at risk status or other.  No need to fill out the Family Component or home visit dates. 





This is a Head Start child enrolled in grades 97, 98 or 99. A Head Start child may receive preschool services in the school building or on school grounds.  Often these are blended programs. A child may also be receiving services such as lunch, transportation and other related services. 





5. Head Start served in a school district building





Do not fill out the preschool tab for these children until he/she is determined eligible for special education services. 





8. First Steps 





Enroll this child in enrollment type “N” in order to provide interventions and determine eligibility. Do not click on “state exclude”. 





If the child is determined to be eligible for preschool services, end date the initial enrollment using the W01 code and begin their new enrollment using the R01 code.   Make sure the preschool start date on the tab also matches the new start date.





A child may not be both Head Start and Head Start enhanced.  Head Start grantees have a limited number of Head Start enhanced slots available.  It’s important to remember that none of the enhanced children may be included in the Full Utilization number of 4 year olds at-risk.  





Choose the state funded eligibility criteria such as State Funded at risk and/or state-funded disabled.  Also click on Head Start enhanced.





This is a child in grades 97, 98 or 99 who is state-funded and who is also receiving “enhanced” Head Start funds.  These children are receiving Head Start services in addition to preschool services.





7. Head Start Enhanced





These children will not be counted for preschool funding; however, they are counted on the IDEA count on Dec. 1 (Part B) for special education funding.  





Do not fill out the preschool tab for these children. 





This is a child in grades 97, 98 or 99 who is Head Start funded receiving special education services in another location, not the school building.  His/her IEP is located in Infinite Campus.  This child should have an enrollment type, “N” for special education only.





6. Head Start child with disabilities served in the Head Start site (not school facility)
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
