What learning standards will the lesson address?

Essential/Central Question:  Two key ideas of this article and piece of poetry are loss and recovery.  As you are reading, think about how both of them are developed and relate to Kevin’s situation.

Assessment:

Formative assessments will include:  I will utilize the starter to determine prior knowledge and successful learning.  Each group will discuss a graphic organizer that will be completed by individual student to aide in a writing assignment.  Individual groups will also choose one key detail that supports the above key ideas to be placed on a sentence strip (both loss and recovery). Lastly, each group will be asked to present one sentence strip with a supporting detail for each key idea from the supporting text.
Summative assessments will include at the conclusion of the unit will include a written comparison of a non-fiction article and a piece of poetry about a similar topic-wildfires and if Kevin would agree/disagree with final line of poetry- is it about loss or recovery?
Student Learning Targets:
I can develop a writing piece utilizing the writing process- prewriting, drafting, revising, and editing.

I can analyze text and determine the central idea and support that conclusion with evidence from the text.
How will you access the students’ progress toward or accomplishment of these standards and outcomes?
Lesson Plan:

What activities, strategies, methods, or procedures will be used to engage students in learning?
1. Bellringer:  Distinguish the difference between loss and recovery.  (2 minutes)
2. Video- Process of Reconstruction after a Forest Fire (5 minutes) - Identify the main idea of video and three supporting details.
3. Groups (4 each) will be formed and students will receive the graphic organizer to complete to guide their writing piece.  Students will determine details that support the loss from wilderness fires and recovery from wilderness fires. (14 minutes)
4. Each group will assign a scribe to complete group answers to place on sentence strips. (5 minutes)
5. Groups will designate a reporter to publish their findings to the remainder of class. Sentence strip will be added on board to either side of argument (12 minutes)
6. Once the last group has presented, a class discussion will follow. (15 minutes)
· What are the supporting details from the article and poem that supports the key idea of loss?

· What are the supporting details from the article and poem that supports the key idea of recovery?
· What do you feel the author’s purpose was in writing this piece? Which side can you defend effectively?
· How does this feature article compare to other feature articles you have read so far on this subject?
7. Reflection- Students will brain-storm and develop a list determining which side of the argument that they could effectively support with details.  After reviewing the non-fiction article and the poem, “Fire-Flowers”, how do you feel that Kevin would respond to the last lines of the poem?  Would Kevin agree or disagree? (8 minutes)

Reflection:

I have used this model in the past while teaching how to look at a variety of text and determine a central theme across the text.
