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Create Healthier School Environments with School Grants for Healthy Kids 

Each child deserves a great start to their day. School breakfast programs ensure they get one. That’s important because as many as one in five kids in the U.S. go to school each day from homes where breakfast isn’t a daily certainty. 

Action for Healthy Kids applauds the recent resolution for the Kentucky Board of Education to promote participation in the school breakfast program by kicking off the Kentucky Breakfast Challenge. We are  pleased to partner with the Kentucky Department of Education’s Division of School and Community Nutrition and the Southeast United Dairy Industry Association (SUDIA) to “boost breakfast in the bluegrass” by offering grants through the School Grants for Healthy Kids program. This program will help provide two million additional school breakfasts to kids in the US during the upcoming school year.

[bookmark: _GoBack]In 2014-2015, Action for Healthy Kids will award about 1000 schools across the US (40+ in KY) grants ranging from $500 - $5000 to support school breakfast and physical activity programs. The funding is designed to help schools create or expand school breakfast programs, pilot universal breakfast programs or enhance their physical activity program. In addition to financial support, schools will also receive management expertise and support to develop and implement a successful project that leads to sustainable change and a healthier school environment.

Award amounts will be based on building enrollment, project type, potential impact, and a school’s ability to mobilize parents and students around school wellness initiatives. Applications must be filed by May 2, 2014.
