Summer Food Service Sponsors may determine that operating the Summer Food Service Program would be useful when schools or day care facilities must remain closed due to natural disaster occurrences including hurricanes, tornadoes, floods, or severe winter storms. ((SP 25-2012, CACFP 12-2012, SFSP 10-2012.) Organizations must ask for approval to use the SFSP program for disaster response during the SFSP application approval process, before the disaster has occurred. 
As you plan for unexpected emergency/disaster situations, and you want to include SFSP in your planning, please send an email with this “Utilizing SFSP in Disaster Situations Intent Form” attached to Kayla Meadows (kayla.meadows@education.ky.gov) The State Agency must have this on file in order for SFSP to be utilized during natural disasters during the school year.
The State Agency recognizes that there is no way to know where your feeding sites will be located until after the actual time of the disaster occurrence. When sites are submitted during the emergency situation, approval will be expedited.
