1.  Is CEO considered an alternate provision?
	YES.  
2.  Can the power point be made available on the SCN website?  
	YES.  It is already available.
3.  Mixed CEO districts, what do we do?
You will complete verification using the full format for non-CEO schools and complete verification using the abbreviated format (verifying applications is not required) for CEO schools. 
4.  If a parent responds by saying that they no longer qualify then does that count as a response?
	Yes.  “The household indicates, verbally or in writing, that it no longer wishes to receive free or reduced price benefits; verification is considered complete when the notice of adverse action is sent.” (Eligibility Manual for School Meals, August 2013, page 90.)
5.  As a full CEO district, we would gather our information for SNAP/DC number as of which date?  
	You would gather this information as of the last operating day in October.  See FNS 742.
6.  Mixed CEO districts- how do we begin verification on October 1st?
	You will pull your October 1st application data for non-CEO schools.
7.  Why do we report the number of applications as of October 1st, but the number of students as of October 31st? 
	That is protocol according to the USDA guidance on verification.  
8.  In section 3, you state SNAP but there are other DC categories?
	Answer question 3-3 for all other DC categories.  (See FNS 742 form)
9.  Do you report Medicaid and Foster as DC?
	Yes, in question 3-3.  But remember, those students must appear on the Direct Certification list.
10.  Homeless and migrant should also be included as DC in our count as well, correct?
	Yes, if and only if the student appears on the DC list.  
11.  Will the verification sample size for mixed CEO districts just pull from non-CEO schools?
