	Per correspondence dated July 21, 2009, from Mr. Joseph C. Conaty, Assistant Secretary, USED, Kentucky has been granted an extension of the deadline to report its four year adjusted cohort graduation rate. The Kentucky Board of Education adopted a regulation change to enable the use of the Adjusted Freshman Graduation Rate (AFGR) and legislative approval is in process. 

	Per the USED correspondence, Kentucky will first be required to report its four-year adjusted cohort graduation rate with the results of assessments administered in 2012-2013 and include it in AYP determinations based on assessments administered in 2013 – 2014. Kentucky is approved to use the NCES Averaged Freshman Graduation Rate as its transitional rate until the state transitions to the four year adjusted cohort graduation rate. 
	The letter from Mr. Conaty referenced in the Process section outlines an obstacle to reporting the graduation rate within the September 2011 deadline.  Kentucky’s first four-year cohort data will be available in 2012-2013 and will be reported at that time.  
	The work to report progress on milestones will occur quarterly. On completion, annual updating of reported data will take place.
