Indicator (c) (11): The number and percentage of high school graduates who enroll in an IHE (in-state or out-of-state, public or private) within 16 months of receiving a regular high school diploma. 

Response:  The Kentucky P-20 statewide longitudinal data system includes postsecondary data for students who attend in-state public or independent colleges and universities. Kentucky uses this data to link data for public high school students with their college enrollment and performance records if they attend an in-state institution. We also collect information about students who attend other private in-state institutions and out-of-state colleges and universities through the National Student Clearinghouse. These data are collected together and provided in Kentucky’s High School Feedback Reports. We provide the initial reports evaluating enrollment within the academic year following high school graduation however we maintain all of the data so we can track enrollments within 16 months as well as within multiple years.
