Indicator (c)(12): For students who enroll in an in-state public IHE within 16 months of their high school graduation, the number and percentage of such students who complete at least one year’s worth of college credit (applicable to a degree) within two years of enrollment in the in-state public IHE. 

 
Response:  The Kentucky P-20 statewide longitudinal data system is a comprehensive SLDS which includes data from K-12 as well as higher education. The data from public postsecondary institutions includes course level completion data including credit hours. Kentucky has not provided these yet in a public report but we have linked the data successfully to identify the proportion of students who complete their first year of college successfully to respond to a legislative request. This fall we will provide a one-year follow-up report about students from the High School Feedback Report with information about hours earned and grades during their first year of college. We maintain these data longitudinally so they can be tracked over time.
