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Questions and Answers

Q:   In 2014-15 will we continue to assess Science only at 4th and 7th grades and social studies at 5th and 8th grades?

A:  The grade levels for Science and Social Studies Assessment have not yet been determined.

Q:  Must a Constructed Response be given at the time of the EOC (summative) or could it be throughout instruction?

A:  Constructed response items do not have to be given at the time of the EOC but can be done throughout instruction.

Q:  Are we going to be given separate scores for multiple choice and constructed response on the KPREP for grades 3 – 8?  This information would help drive instruction.

A:  In grades 3-8, scores will be provided as they always have with multiple choice and constructed response calculated together for one score.

Q:  Constructed response will not be a part of the accountability at the high school level, correct?

A:  Constructed response will not be part of state accountability but local districts may use constructed response at the local level.

Q:  How is the student growth piece from the school/district level working for the pilot districts?

A:  We’re getting good feedback on the component of student growth. The field test districts have been intimately involved with student growth goals. Districts have enjoyed the flexibility of determining which assessments are rigorous and comparable across the district in helping teachers design and implement those student growth goals. In an upcoming webcast, we will hear more from field test districts. We have more yet to learn and as we do, we’ll be sharing that in the PGES webcast that Cathy is hosting. Additionally, we’ll be sharing information as part of the winter summits.
Q:  Are the cooperatives aware that we will be sending them a request in regard to PGES?

A:  Local districts are encouraged to communicate with their educational cooperatives to let them know the support they need to implement the Professional Growth and Effectiveness System.

Q:  MAP and Discovery were mentioned by Cathy White as being more easily available on CIITS.  Do they foresee STAR Enterprise to be added as an option?  

A:  MAP and DEA would no longer be represented in a KPI only K-PREP.  Districts have been surveyed and Renaissance Learning was the first choice.  KDE will be conducting a pilot of this process with 6 districts in the coming months.  If all goes well, these will be the next assessment results placed in CIITS.

Q:  Once principals pass the certification process for the new PGES, are they always certified under this system?

A:  The frequency of recertification of observers has not been decided yet but is likely to be every 2 to 3 years.
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
